TEHE INCOME TAX,

Although the income tax does
not begin to operate until Javu-
ary lst, the first levy will be on
incomes received in 1894. The
summary below will therefore
prove of interest :

“The income-tax provision in
in the Tariff bill begins to cper-
ate on January 1, 1895, and con-
tinues until January 1, 1900.
The tax (2 per cent.) is to be le-
vied on all incomes above $4,000.
1t is to be paid not oaly by all
who reside within the country, on
incomes deriyved from any source,
but by citizens of the United
States residing abroad, and by all
residents of foreign countries oa
incomes deriyed from properly
situated in the United States or
from business ecarried on here.
The tax is on the 1ncome of the
year previous to that for which it
is leveled Therefore the first tax
will be levied on incomes receiv-
ed in 189%4.

There are two classes of io-
comes recognized by the bill—the
incomes of of individuals and the
incomes of corporations. The
taxable income of a corporation
is all its income above its opera-
ting expenses, including the sums
paid to shareholders, The tax of
9 per cent. is paid by the corpo-
ration. Therefore that part of an
individual’s income which is de-
rived from dividends on the
shares of a corporation that has
paid the tax is deducted, on his
return, from his own taxable in-
come,

There are exemptions allowed
by the bill in computing an indi-
vidual's income besides tho $4,000.
They are as follows: The neces-
sary expenses of conducting a
business, all interest paid or due
within the year, local taxes, losses
in trade or from fires, stcrms or
shipwreck, not compensated for
by insuarance or otherwise;
worthless debis, an income on
which the tax has been paid by
corporations.

holders, receiying no r:ore than
$1.000 in a year from any one de-
positor, and dividing all the
yearly profits among the deposi-
tors except a contribution toa 10
per cent. surplus. Mutual com-
panies, inclading insurance com-
panies, are all expempt.

Every person having anincome
of $3,500 must report it to the
Collector of Internal Reyenue for
his district, or his deputy. Sala-
ries received from corporations
are reported by the corporations
to the collector of the recipient’s
district. The tax on the salaries
of officials of the United States is
to be deducted by the paymaster.

The collector may reqaire a re
turn to be verified by oath. The
collector or hiz deputy may in-
crease the amaunt of income re-
ported if “he has reason to be-
lieve that the same is underesti-
mated.” If there is a neglect or
refusal to make a return, or if a
return is fraudulent, the ecreditor
or his deputy shall himself make
a list, by examination of the per-
son taxed, or other evidence. A
50 per cent, penalty is to be
charged for neglect or refusal,

fraud.
A person may declare that he

has not $4,000 of income liable to
be assessed or that he has paid

his income tax elsewhere. If the
collector or deputy is convinced
that the declaration is true he
msy t an exemption. Ifare-
turn is increased by the collector
or deputy the person taxed may
offer proof that the increase is
unjust, but the officer will not be
obliged to take the facts shown
ae conclusive, and it is within his
discretian to rsfuse relief. An
appeal from his decision may be
taken to the Commissioners of!
Internal Revenue. |

Speculation As To What Muy Be Done
About the Election of Senators,

The Washington correspondent
of the Richmond Times indulges
in tho following gossip:

The situation in North Carolina
is now being considerably dis-
cussed. and with the return here
of a number of men who went
home to vote some very interest-
ing news crops out. There is no
longer any question as to the fact
that the Fusionists (Republicans
and Populists) will have from
thirty to forty votes 1n joint bal-
lot in the State Legislature, which
elects this winter a successor to
Senator Ransom and to the va-
cancy caused by the death of
Senator Vance. The theory, .of
course, has been that one Repub-
lican and one Populist would
share these honors as a reward
for the Fusion success, but an-
other and a very uncertain ele
ment has crept into the case, and
may yet bear fruit palatable to
the Democrats.

The supposition is that natur-
ally a geographical division
would be observed, and the West
and Fast each have a Senator,
and as Marion Butler is from the
eastern part of the State and is
the Populists’ candidate, the Re-
publicans in the western section
expect to name their man. There
are three very prominent Repub-
lican eandidates, Massrs. Oliver
H. Dockery, the late Coasul-Gen-
eral at Rio; Jetter Pritchard, of
Asheville, and Dr. J. J. Mott, of
Statesville. Neither the Republi-
can who could muster enough
votes rather than see Butler, the
Populist, inthe Senate from the
old North State. Anyhow, the
outlook for Butler is very shady,
and there is a good chance for
some energetic Republican with
fifteen yotes to do well.

It has also been stated that fif-
teen Republicans who were not
pledged to anybody, and who
have no desire to see Butler in
the Senate, would draw lots
smong themselves for the Sena-

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WASHINGTON LETTER,

(From our Regular Correspondent.)
WasaixgTon, D. C., Nov. 17 1894.

Those Republicans and Popu-
lists who are trying so hard to
make somebody think that they
believe the Democratic party, as
a national organization, is dead,

are merely making themselves
ridiculous. The Democratic party
which, to go no further back than
the memory of every middle-aged
man, made six successive unsuc-
cessful Presidental campaigns—
defeated in five at the polls and
in one at tne handscf an abortion
known as the electoral commiss-
ion—1s not to be killed by dissen-
sion among a few of its prominent
members which resulted in a stay-
at-home vote large enough to de-
feat it in a Congressional elec-
tion. On the contrary, that de-
feat will eventually make the
Democratic party,strcnger than
ever before, because it will result
in showing some of the promi-
nent  experimenters that devia-
tions from the established prin-
ciples of the party will not be
tolerated by the voters; that
thousands, aye millions of good
Democrats will refuse to endorse
any half-and-half principles, pre-
ferring defeat to compromise with
principles they bave been taught
to oppose. The recent election
was a bitter lesson, but the fu-
ture will prove that it was a use-
ful one.

President Cleveland 1is not
spending much time at the White
House just now, because the time
is short between this and the
assembling of Congress and his
anpual message to Congress,
which will be one of the most
important to the country and to
the Democratic party he has eyer
written, requires his entire time,
and he can work undisturbed at
his country residence, something
which experience has shown Lim
he cannot do in this office at the
White House. Duriug his vaca-
ticn the President devoted much
time to studying tke financial
system of the country which is
generally admitted to beradically
defective, and the resuit of that
study will be shewn in the rec-
ommendations of his message to
Congress.

No Democrat can possibly re-
oret the 1ssue of bonds officially
announced this week by Secretary
Carlisle, more than does Pres
dent Cleveland aud the members
of his cabinent, but in the face of
the necessity for preserving the
national eredit, and in the ab-
sence of any other method, ewing
to the system inherited from a
long series of Republican ad-
ministrations, regrets were idle
and action imperative. When a
merchant finas his credit endan
gered, owing to hisreceipts being
less than his expenditures, he
cannot afford to waste time in
regrets because those expendi-
tures are largely the result of ex-
travagant contracts made by his
predecessor. His credit must be
protected and nothing will do
that but prompt payment of his
obligations as they mature, and
to do that he must have money
and it can only be had by borrow-
ing it on his note. That he does,
trusting to his ability to stop the
leaks in his business and make it
profitable in order to pay it back.
That is preciscly the position of |
the admisistration in avnouncing
au issue of bonds.

Senators Ransom and Gorman
