Do Not Sleep on Your Left Ntk. 

When a patient coiuplaias of a 
bad taste ia his ruouth every in. rn 
iug ou nuking up, says a phyei 
eiim, the first question I ask him 
is as to the position he assumes 
when going to sleep. An immense 
number of people sleep on the left 
Mile, auil Ibis is the most eouimon 
cause of the unpleasaut taste 
which is generally attributed to 
dyspepsia. If a meal has been 
taken withiu two or three hours of 
going to bed, to sleep on the left 
side is to give the stomach a task 
which it in difficult iu the extreme 
to perform. The student of anat- 
omy knows that all food euteis 
ami leaves the stomach on the 
right side, and heuce sleeping on 
the left side soon after eating in- 
volves a sort of pumping operation 
which is anything but conductive 
to sound repose. 

The action of the licait is also 
inteifered with considerably, aud 
the lungs arc unduly compressed. 
It is probable that lying on the 
back is the most natural position, 
but lew men can rest easily so, 
and hence it is best to cultivate 
the habit of sleeping on the right 
side. It is very largely a matter 
of habit, aud the sooner it is sic- 
qnired thebettti- for the sleeper 
and the worse for the physician
