There is room for mach greater
expansion of the bosiness here in
Botetourt, and we are glad to note
tbe fact that many of those who
bave already embarked in it will en-
large their faciities, whilst quite a
a umuber ol new establishments
will be put into operation next year.

In this econnection we give below
a letter from an accurate and reh
able coriespondent of the Lynch-
burg Viiginiun, relative to the ex-
pense pecessary to establish and
operate a cannery. Says the writer :

In respouse to your correspondent,
D, L. T, ot Amherst, I am enabled,
alter some onavoidable delay. to
furnish the following information
as a guide to any oue who proposes
to embark in the bLusiness of can-
ning froits and vegetables. The
capacity of the fixtares berein de~
seribed, is adapted, as your corres-
poudent desired, to a “small cao~
very.” ‘Phe oiler, with one kettle
would prepare enough of
ete., to fill daily 3,600 caus, or three
times this number of peaches or ap~
ples. Every additional kettle woaid
proportionately increase the capaci~
ty.

Tihis will do for
tomatoes, apples, peaches and all

If corn or peas are to be caured,
a pitent process kettle will be pecs
essary. This will cost. $225. With
this kettle you will have a set of
crates. .

“capper” is sufficient in a small can-
nery.

The prices of cans, if they are
bought at the righr time, are, for
two pound eans $1.78 cents per bun~
dred; for three pound eans, $2.45
to 83.00 per hundred.

The cases of boxes in which the
cans "are packed for shipment, and
which hold two dozen cauns, cost, for
cases  that  bold  twenty fomr
two pound cans seven cents
each ; for cases that hold twenty-four
three pound cans nine cents each.

The price paid for shelling peas
ix five cents per gallon; for peeling
tomatoes one cent per “bucket, that
is, the common wooden bucket;
for peeling and seeding )eaches,
twelve cents per bushel; peeling
apples ten c-nts per bushe!. These
are the prices when the baunds are
boarded at the canmery. If they
board themselves fifteen cents per
day is allowed

Mr. C. Debow, the * 7 at

the cannery of J. C. Moomaw & Co.,
Cloverdale, Botetourt county, Vir~
gima, will furmsh farther informa-
tion to auv who may write to him,
and will sell his receipt for “pro-
cessing” to those who may desire to
purchase. He is the 1nventor of a
“patent inproved adjustable solder-
ing tool,” and ean give information
as to the purchase of cans and
cases.
In the foregoing statement of ex~
penses of starting a cannery, noth-
ing is said about a hounse to cover
the machinery and operations. This
may be a very plain, cheap shed,
or a more costly building, or some
old building may be adapted to the
purpose. A house with an area of
floor equivalent to 25 by 40 feet
would be sufficient. Leaving out
the cost of the Louse and of the
process kettle, necesary if corn and
peas are to be canned, the snm of
8525 will,1 am informed, cover the
expenses of starting a cannery for
tomatoes, peaches, and all kinds of
berries.

In several commuuications on the
canning business I have aimed at
the strictest accuracy, because it
was probable that these statements
would be reiied upoo by persons de-
siring to engage m the bausiness,
and because “booms” so~called,
which are not based upon facts, are
doing infinite injury to our State.
In order to avoid a false impression
as to the value of the tomatoes
which may be produced upon asing:
le acre, | stated in a former article,
that a peck to the plant, which ac-
cording to the figures then given,
would yield £200 to the acre, wasa
result that conld only be reached
under the most favorable circom~
stances, becaunse it was obvious that
such a yield could seldom or ever
be obtained throughout an acre,
much less throughout a field.

In order to satisfy myself on this
point, I inquired of Mr. William El
ler, the experienced superintendeut
of the farm which fruits and vege~
tables are raised at the cannery of
J. C. Moomaw & Co., what was the
largest he had ever obtained from a
single acre! His reply was, six
bandred and fifty bushels. At
twenty eents per bushel, the price
paid by the-canpery, these would
vield $130. Mr. Eller, I find, preters
3,500 to 4,000 plants to the acre.
The average heretofore stated of
850 per acre is I think, near the
trath. Fields of tomatoes have been
cultivated in Botetourt this year,
and it is evident that very few acres
of corn or wheat or anytbing else
bave brought so much money.
More could have been sold at the
cannerries if more had been raised.
My statement that 50,000 to 100,-
000 cans of tomatoes wore packed in
Botereurt and a part of Roanoke
daily for weeks during the season
was probably received with sor-
prise, amd perhaps by some with
scepticism. It was based upon
this calculation: There are in Bot-
etonrt and tnat part of Reanoke
which lies North of Norfolk and
Western Railroad, beunded by Sa-
lem on the West, fourteen canning
houses. The new and smaller ones
canned about an average of 3,600
per day, and soxe of the older and.
larger oues went far beyond this
One to 10,000 and on some days 14,
000 a day.—Putting all ax low as 4,~
000 per day gives 56,000, aud at 5,
000 for the average we have 70,000
cana per day.
The immense number of cases aud
cans required by this business de-
mands the serious attention of en
terprising capitahsts. The late Mr.
J. C. Moomaw deserves great credit
for mis efforts to manufacture these
articles, and thas give employment
and wmoney to our owu people. A
very large amoont is expended be-
voud the borders of the State that
might be kept at home. Boards
ready to be made up into boxes are
bought abroad, a cans by the
hundreds of thousands. This sub-
ject has been discassed in the Fins
castle Herald, and Mr. Debow bas
publicly sigmfied his readiness to
take charge of such an

Cigarettes and Throat-Cancer.

From the Youth'’s Companion.
Since the death of the Emperor

bas been carried on in Euarope as to
the effect of smoking upon the
throat. The late Emperor was an
babitual smoker; so was general
Grant,and both of them died of
cancer in the throat. Physicians
attached to large hospitals menticu
other cases similar to theirs. Some
of them attribate the throat disease
to tobacco ; others to the paper used
in making cigarettes; others still to
the heat of short pipes.

It has been shown, in the course
of this discussion, that both the pa-
per and the tobacco of some brands
of cigarettes are drogged. A medi.
cal officer of the British Army 1
Egypt certifies to the presence of
opium in the cigarettes of uative
Egyptian manafacture, and gives
the reasons for this assertion. On
buying cizarettes at Cairo and
Alexandria, he was frequently ask

ing whether he wixhed them highly
or moderately flavored ; that is, with
much or little opinm in them.

When we consider that cigarettes
called “Egyptian” are a regular ar<
ticle of sale in every part of the
world, we need not be ata loss to
explain the strange symptoms and
the lowered tone of health that of-
ten follow their ase.

The London Times, which has
published many interesting com-
munications on this subject, at~
tempts an editorial summary of the
argnments for and against the use
of tobacco. Addressing a public of

commission, and we beartily endorse
tbe view of our contempnrary, that
the commission and the law under
which it acts, should “with
bondaged eyes” hold the scales of
justice evenly.

A CHAPTER ON DREAME.

Little Do We Bnow of Them—Dyspepsia
a Prime Faector.

Many have discoursed learnedly upom

dreams, propounding wise theories and

has ever arrived at suy real solution of
the matter. Jti3 only a barrier of cloud
that bars the waj to knowledge thercof,
¥et no fortress wall could be more im-
pregnable. It is but a step from our
noisy, busy world to the vague and vast
territory whera,
Mollow a3 a breathing spell,
Dreamland lies forlorn of light—

bnt no man may sct up milestones along
that trackless waste. We only know that,
when all things lapse to *'a sleep z2nd a
forgetting” the imagination becomes a
fiv-by-night, and the wits speed over
land and sea like wild birds set {reo from
the cage. X

There are few creatures exempt from
these nocturnal  jowrneyings. however
brief and circumscribed they may be.
The dog “hunts in dreams," the cat
fizhts its battles over again, and the bird
sings in its sleep, while even the most
commonplace person can usually give
some crude account of his experiences in
slumber. Certain dreams are common
to all people—falling from a precipice,
down, down, to some unfathomed gulf
—striving to walk upon a floor that sinks
horribly beneath the feet—endeavoring,
in urgent haste, to put on garments that
drop off, turn wrong side out. und de-
velop other impish propensitics—riding
in a coach which suddenly erumbles to
picces, and leaves one staring in the
road. So to speak, it is a marked pecu-
liarity of dreams that *the bottom drops
out of everything.”

So rebellious are dreams, and so erratic
in their course, that they cannot be com-

| pelled by any effort of will; wild fire

could be more easily chained. We may
long ardently to see once more, in “‘the
wilderness of sleep,” some beloved and
vanished face; yet this poor solace may
be denied, while alien images crowd into
the brain. Upon this subject Hazlitt
wrote. ‘I never dream of the face of any
one I am particularly attached to. I have
thoughit almost to agony of the same per-
son for vears, nearly without ceasing, so
as to have her face always before me, and
to be haunted by a perpetual conscious-
ness of disappointed passion, yet I never
in all that time dreamt of that person
more than once or twice, and then not
vividly.”" Nor can the last impression
received by tho mind before slumber
overwhelmsit be calculated upon; for we
may read of Mother Blood’s execution,
and dream, immediately afterward, of a
cabbage garden; or, transversely, we may
be cradled by the most soothing, placid

| meditations, yet the weird magician,
| who bears the branch of poppies, will

beckon us 1o follow through seas of gore,
Experiment has proved that dreams

| may be influenced, if not controlled.

throuzh the inlsts of the senses; the thun-
der of drays upon the cobblestones sug-
gests o tempest to the dreamer, and the
fumes of sulphur or the pleasant odors of
aromatic water near his nostrils trans-
port him to strage countries. For this
reason the noises of awakening life give
color and movement to the visions that
*hang upon the edge of day,’” rendering
them more real and vivid than those
which come at dead of night. :

It is one of the peculiarities of dreams
to seem to be tending toward some stu-
penduous climax, and then to turn away
with utter irrelevance. The dreamer re-
mains imperturbable in the face of the
most astounding transformiations; if ani-
mals, and even inanimate objects, become
gifted with speech, he is not surprised;
vet he is likely to startled and terrified
by the most trifling things. If he dreams
of being pursued, it isnot by a lion or
tiger. but, perhaps, let us say, by an in-
distinct yellow blur, hovering near the
ground like a will-o’-the-wisp—unspeak-
ably sinister to his fancy—darting from
thickets, and gliding in and out among
the trees.

Tt is somewhat disenchanting to realize
that dyspepsia is one of the prime factors
in dream making. It matters little
whether the conscience be clear, if the
digestion be not in equally good case.
Most people have experienced the excita-
tion, the supersensitiveness of every
faculty, brought about by a febrile con-
dition of the blood—the lightness of head
and limb, extending, as one fancies,
even to the loss of gravity—the sirange,
unfamiliar aspect assumed by well known
objects about the room; for fever, like
indigestion, is a fertile breeder of phan-
tasms, —New Orleans Times-Democrat.

How to Save Clippings.

How to Develop the Lungs.

The exercise which I have found of
most value in developing the lungs may
be described as follows: Standing erect
as possible, with shoulders thrown back
and chest forward, the arms hanging
close to the body; the head up, with lips
firmly closed, inhalation is to be taken
as slowly as may be, at the same time
the extended arms are to be graduall
raised, the back of the hands upward,
until they closely approach each other
above the head. The movement should
be so regulated that the arms will be cx-
tended directly over the head at the mo-
ment the lungs are completely filled.
The position should be maintained from
five to thirty seconds bi;tore the reverse
process As the arms are grad-
ually lowered the breath is exhaled
slowly, so the lungs shal! be as nearly
freed from breath as possible at the time
the arms again reach the first position at

By these movements tt)l;g gmwst ex-
pansion possible is reached, for upon in-
spiration the weight of the shoulders and
toral muscles are lifted, allowing the
thorax to expand fully, while upon ex-
halation in lowering the arms we utilize
the additional force of this pressure upon
the upper thorax to render expiration as
as possible. Theso deep respir-
ations should be fiveor six timer,

It is hardly necee-
sary to remark that the clothing must in
no way interfere with the exercise. In
some cases this exercise is more advan-
tageous when taken lying flat on the
back, instead of standing. In this position
the inspinun{ muscles become m
strengthened by opposing the
pressure exerted by the abdominal organs
against the expanding lungs. And, on
the other hand, expiration is more per-
fect and full on account of the pressure
of these organs. This is an exercise now
advocated by several leading vocal teach-
