T'he Mt. Holly Fair was a failure
this year, the receipts bemg but lit-
tie above the expenses. One of the
reasons assigned for this was the

arge number of fakirs who bled the

unsophisticated out of their money,
and the twenty or more gambling
establishments on the grounds. By
whose authority these gambling es-
tablisiiments were on the groands,
or why they were permitted to Dbe
there, we do not know, but sup-
pose they paid for the privilege as
they have done at some of ourother
fairs. Under these circumstances
we are not surprised that the fair
was a failare, and surely we are not
sorry. No fair which recognizes
and endorses gambling schemes by
granting thew, for a eonsideration,
tie privilege of the grounds, cught
to socceed. The farmers should

not bLe invited to attend fairs to be:

10b Led by gamblers aud sharpers
under permit and with sanction of
managers. No gambling or swind-
ling device of any kind shonld be
telerated or or near the grounds of
any fair. The fair that ean’t be run
without receipts from suth sources
shouldn’t be 1un at all, or be raa in-
to the greund on the first trial—
Wilmington Scar.

The Government school at which
the chiluren of the eastern band of
ChervKce Indians are educated is at
Cherokee, nn Yellow iill, in Swain
County, North Carclina, and is very
interesting to visitors. The Society
of Friends established the school in
1883, and now have charge of 1t.
There are eighty pupils. These are
tanght mechanical work by the
principal and seven assistants.
There are during the fall and  win-
ter months two other schools in the
reservation entirely for Indian pu,
pils. 1o Swain County are 1,600
Cherckee, and there are 500 others
in the counties of Macon, Graham,
Jackson and Oherokee. There are
possitly some 200 or 300 in North
Georgia and East Tennessee.
Their capnul is Yellow Hill, the
residence of Jaa-la-ta-he, or Charles
Swmith, theic cbief. The office is
elective and the Indians vote for
chief eyery four years, and every
two years vote for conncilmen. There
are twenty of the latter, ono for
each 100 Indians.—Winston Duily.

GREENVILLE N0 IONGER AN ISOLA-
TED TOWN.

The Iren EHorse Now Steams into Our
Midst Bringing New Life and Actir-
ity Among the People.

Wednesday of last week was a
day not soon to be forgotton in
Greenville, as it marked the begin-
ning of an era m the history of the
town that many of her citizens
bave long hoped for but not until
this time realized. The track lay«
ing on the Scotland Neck & Green-
ville branch ot the Wilmington &
Weldon Railroad has been complets
ed as wear to Tar River as could be
done until the bridge is bmilt, a
station called Riverton had been
temporarily established beyond tbe
river until the road eould be brought
on into town, and it was knewn that
on the evening of the day mentioned
above the first regular train would
come down preparatory to openiong
o fixed =chedale for passenger and
freight traffic on the 22ud.

During the day the coming of this
train was all the talk—as it had
been for some days previons—and
the citizens of the town had deci-
ded to turn ont almost en masse to
greet its first arrival. By six o'elock
the depopulation of the town bad
begnu m earnest;, every available
team and veluele being bronght in-
to requisition to take the people
over, those not able to secure cons
veyance going on foot, and for an
hour there was one constant rush
for the depot nntil the platform ana
some distapce up and down each
#ide the track was thronged with
people. At seven o’cluek the tram
eame thundering in amid the shouts
and Eurrabs of the assembled mai-
titnde, for all were rejoiced that
Greenville at last had a railroad.

Four of our beantiful young ladies,
Missex Dessic Jarvis, Jennie James
Estelle Williams and Annie Drown,
had Dbeautifully decorated  with
flowers a handsome bronzed pair of
deer antlers, and when the train
stopped the condactor, Capf. R. A.

Smith, were ealled out and this was
presented to them by Col. 1. A.
Sugg. Theengineer took the horns
and mounted them apon rhe front
of his engine.

Instead of saying move at present
as to what may or may not be done
m this matter, we will merely refer
back to some happenings three
years ago. It was then told us that
whiskey was being sold in town on
Sunday and that the oflicers were
aware of it. We went to a police-
man personally with this matter
and be denied emphatically having
the slightest knowledge ot such vio
lation. Not satisfied with this, and
believing there must be some fire
beneath so much smoke, we set to
work to ferret ont the matter. The
result was that on the next Sunday
we found sufficient eyidence of snch
violation, discovered the identical
pelice officer to be ono of the guilty
parties, and the next week the
whole matter was made public
through the REFLECTOR. All this
is remembered by our readers.

Now it is charged again that
whiskey 1s beiug sold in Greenville
on Sanday. If the policemen don't
know it they ought to know it, and
bring the violators before the Qourt.
One thing is sure, if the REFLEC-
TOR has to have the violators de-
tected, as was the case three years
ago, the whole matter will be given
utmost publicity, let the gunilt fall
on whom it may.
