W ASBHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 8th "90
Ex-Speaker Carlisle is the hero
of the bhour in democratic circles,
for the able manner in which he
bas comyelied the majority of the
llouse committec on Rales to act in
1eporting the code of Rules sooner
than they intended.

The preservation of the antique char- |
acter of the Italian cities seems to be
of so much less importance to their
inhabitants than to outsiders that it
is highly probable that, if the munici-
rlal.ities only were to be consulted, the

imits of renovation would be the
ability te raise money. The power
exercised by the archaological au- |
thorities is applied with as much
ene as discretion, and it is
quite sufficient for the minisiry
to be informed by any responsible
person that a monument is threat-
ened to have an inspecior of antiqui-
ties sent to examine the case and stop
any injury to it. In tLis way the
scouring of the sculpture on the Du-
| omo of Florence was sto on the
warning of The Cornhill Magazine,
to the intense indignation of the bour- |
geois, who hoped to sce the whole ex-
| terior of the church as bright as a
! bride cake. I was able in this way to
| stop the destruction of the quadrivium
| of Giovanni Pisano at Rieti, which
| was in the way of widening a street,
| and to stop the renovation of the pul-
pit of Donatello at Prato, which was
already in the hands of the scraper.

The large cities have been for the |
last few years in a fever of sventra-
mento, opening up—and certainly in

some cases it is not only justifiable,
but demanded by the most imperious
sanitary considerations. In Naples,

for instance, it can hardly be carried .
too far, as inthe architecture of that
city there is almost mnothing worth
preserving; but the fever has s

to Venice and Florence, where im-
mwense injury might be caused by the
operations of a modern engineer.

The plans in Venice include a broad
strectfrom the railway station tothe Pi-
azza S. Marco, and the demolition of all
the picturesque Riva from the Riva del
Schiavonitothe public gardens, and the
construction of fine modern buildings
along the whole line.
