been appeased by this time,
Theretore it i8 suggested that the
United States should now per
mit the South ‘“to do whar
it can toward an amieable set-
tlemeat of the debt.”” These, 1t
should be remmbered, are uot the
repudiated bonds of the recon
struction period, but old Confeder-
ate bonds, which the South would
surely have redeemed had the,
fortuues of war been oo the side !
ot Dixie. There is not the remot-f
est posgibility that they will ever |
have avy value expect to curiosity
hunters. Since the war there nas
been some speculation io these
securities  but, a8 our London
contemporory. The Fivavcial News
says: ‘A persou wiho bonght
chances for a re-payment of these
bouds at a ceut per dollar would
be guilty of a rash, hazeraous
Apeculation withia the weaning of
the uct forbidding the taking of
such cnuoced.’” The Confederate
bond was born in houor; the re
coostruction boud was boru in dis-
honor. Neither is worth the paper
on whieh it was prioted as ao in
vestment; but there will, perbaps,
always be uosophisticated persons
to believe that one day both will
be quoted on the London and New
York stock exchauges —Baltimore
Sau.
