The success of our system of govern- 
ment rests upon the careful observance 
of the constitutional division of power 
between the State and the nation, A num- 
ber of expressions have been coined to de- 
scribe the relations. existing between the 
federal government and the several sub- 
divisions, but no one has been more 
felicitous in definitions than Jefferson or 
more accurate in drawing lines of demar- 

kation. He presented the historic position 
of the Democratic party when he declared 
himself in favor of ‘“‘the support of the 
State governments in ali their rights, as 
the most competent administrations for 
our domestic concerns and the surest 
bulwarks against anti-RepubHcan ten- 
dencies,"”” and ‘“‘the preservation of the 
general government in its whole con- 
stitutional vigor, as the sheet anchor of 
our safety at home and peace abroad.” 
The Democratic platform, adopted at 
Denver, quotes the language of Jefferson 
and declares that it expresses the party’s 
position at this time.
