Judging by the success of the experi- 

ments of the Wright brothers at Nag’s 

Head yesterday, they appear to have 

solved the problem of aerial navigation 

, with an weroplane or a machine that 

is heavier than air and which has no 

| gas bags to support and sustain it in 

the atmosphere. 

The famous inventors seemed to have 

perfect control over their machine and 

the adverse air currents did not appear 

to interfere with the operation of the | 

aeroplane. They soared to a height of 

about 3,000 feet, sailed their 

smoothly and gracefully through the 

air, caused it to duck like a huge gull 

at their will, ascended and descended 

with the greatest ease until it appeared 

that the aeroplane was a living, breath- 
ing object. 

Weather Unfavorable. 
The weather was unfavorable yester- 

day for experiments, but despite the 
fifteen-mile-an-hour wind and a haze 
that hung over land and sea, the 
Wrights sailed up and down and then 
out ten miles to sea. The ship went 
so far out that it appeared as a mere 

speck upon the horizon. Then it came 
with great speed toward land, sailed up 
in the air again and tnen slowly de- 
scended and settled on the sandy hill. 

In the experiments of yesterday the 

Wright brothers were in the ship. The 

added weight of one man did not ap- 
parently interfere with its navigation 
and it is claimed that it is now only a 

question of how much liquid fuel 
be carried and that distance will cut no 
figure 

That the Wrights are determined to 

guard their invention is evidenced by 
the well-organized guard and they have 

thrown a cordon around the aeroplane 
that will protect it from prying eyes 

or from people who may have evil de- 

signs.

Flignts of Aeronauts 
Since the Wrights have been down on 

the Carolina coast the villagers have 

flocked to the scene to witness the ex- 

priments. A majority of the spectators 

has been made up of the fisherfolk and 

the members of the life-saving crew 

have also been interested spectators.
