HAD WHIZZED TWO MILES 

IN FAST TIME OF 2:40 

MANTEO, N. C., May 14.—On 
the eve of a great triumph with a 
sustained record of eight miles in 
the air just made, the Wright 
brothers’ aeroplane was completely 
wrecked on the beach at Kill Devil 
Hill shortly after one o’clock this 
afternoon. 

Wilbur Wright who was steering 
the machine at the time escaped 
without injury. 

The accident was caused by an 
unmanageable lever, which instead 

of regulating the descent of the 
machine to the beach, sent it pitch- 
ing forward to destruction. 

The wreck was instantly screened 
from public view and tonight the 
pieces are being packed for ship- 
ment to the home of the inventors 
at Dayton, Ohio. 

Details of the accident were ab- 
solutely refused by the Wright 
brothers. 

For the purpose of conducting 
their experiments the two men 
leased a broad strip of beach here 
and over this they exercised rigor- 
ous supervision. Newspaper re- 
porters and photographers were 
sternly forbidden to approach the 
machine and the observation of the 
correspondents have 
been conducted from 2 hill half aj 
mile away from the testing grounds | 

of the airship men. 
It was from this point that the 

wonderful flight of the aeroplane 
was witnessed at noon today. Had 
the wreck not occurred the Wright 
brothers would have leaped into 

fame tomorrow morning as abso- 
lutely successful navigators of air, 
for in the presence of half a dozen 
life guards and with the newspaper 
correspondents observing their 
movements closely, they had first 
sent the machine around a circular 
course of two miles under perfect 
control in two minutes and forty 
seconds and then whizzed through 
six more miles of space with the 

machine under absolute control 
until the last 1 minute of the flight.

It is expected the committee will 
vote unanimously to amend the House 
measure by striking out all after the 
enacting clause and inserting the pro- 
visions of the bill which were passed 
by the Senate. It is not doubted that 
the Senate will approve the action of 
the committee. The effect of this course 
would be to send both the Vreeland and 
the Aldrich bills to conference. 

The Measure Denounced. 
Mr. Vreeland (N. Y.) offered a reso- 

lution to suspend the rules and pro- 
ceed to the consjderation of the Vree- 
land currency bill, debate to conclude 
at 5 o’clock. The right was accorded 
the minority to offer as a substitute the 
Williams bill. 

Mr. Vreeland called attention to the 
Democratic filibuster of the past month 
as the result of their dem'and for cer- 
tain remedial legislation and said that 
the majority now had a right to expect 
large Democratic support of the Re- 
publican measure. 
_Mr. Prince (Ill.), Republican, was 
Vehement in his denunciation of the 
rule, saying it was ‘an insult to the 
Committee on Banking and Currency, 
which thereby was discharged from 
taking any action on the bill. 

The minority leader, Mr. Williams, 
answering Mr. V reeland, contended 
that notice already had been served on 
the Democrats that they were legis- 
latively barred for the rest of this ses- 
sion. He contended that if the Wil- 
liams’ bill was the best currency propo- 
sition ever devised the Republicans 
would not give it serious consideration. 
The Vreeland bill he characterized as 
an infamy. Mr. Williams insisted that 
the Democrats were not opposing the 
Vreeland bill because it was a Repub- 
lican measure. “Who stands for ‘it?” 
he inquired. “Nobody—nobody but the 
Republican machine in this house.” So 
far, he declared, the majority had failed 
to prove that they had either brains or 
patriotism nough to bring in a bill that 
would improve present conditions. 
Answering Mr. Williams, Mr. Burton 

| said the Williams bill was objectional 
| in many particulars. It came with poor 
grace, he said, for Mr. Williams to 
question whether the Republicans had 
the brains or the patriotism to bring in 
a Measure. 

Republicans Joyful.
