The second day of the maneuvers at Fort 

Riley was devoted to formations for at- 

tack and defense by squadrons and bat- 

talions.

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WRIGHT REMAINS IN 
AIR 3:44 MINUTES 

Aeroplane Cireles Field at 
d6-mile an Hour Speed. 

HIS LONGEST FLIGHT 

Inventor Expects Better Re- 
sult with Each Day’s 

Trial. 

BALDWIN WINS PRAISE 

Gen. Allen Declares His Bal- 
loon Will Be Accepted 

by Army. 

LEMANS. FRANCE, August 11.~—This 
evening Wilbur Wright of Dayton, Ohio, 
made the longest and most successful 
flight of the series of aeroplane trials 
which he is conducting here, remaining in 
the air three mutes and forty-four sec- 
onds. The machine circled the field three 
times at the rate of thirty-six miles an 
hour. 

On passing the grand stand, Mr. Wright 
gracefully descended until within speak- 
ing distance of the spectators, who wilaly 
applauded his exhibition of mastery over 

the aeroplane, after which he soared like 
a bird to new heights and continued his 
flight, until reaching the starting point, 
where he finally gently landed. 
The extreme interest that is being taken 

in Mr. Wright’s experiments was shown 
when a crowd of 3000, with many women 
among them, waited for hours unti] the 
aeroplanist should decide whether to take 
his machine out. 

After the demonstration Mr. Wright 
said to the Associated Press: ‘My idea 
is to make longer and possibly higher 
flights daily. I am feeling out my ma- 
chine.” 

Among the spectators to-day was J. C. 
McCoy, the American aeronaut, who was 
enthusiastic over the performance, 

Baldwin’s Trial Postponed. 
WASHINGTON, August 11.—The offi- 

cial speed trial of Capt. Baldwin’s dirigi- 
ble balloon was again postponed to-day, 
but a preliminary speed trial was made 
with Mr. Curtiss and Capt. Baldwin on 
board. Capt. Baldwin again took a west- 
erly course in order to become familiar 
with the official course lying in the di- 
rection of Falls Church. It is estimated 
an average speed of 18.7 miles was main- 
tained. 

There were a large number of specta- 
tors, including Secretary of War Luke 
E. Wright and James Allen, chief signal 

officer, present, but the Baldwin flights 
are Secomins such an ev¥ycyday . occur 

rence that many of the army officers 
who have been fn attendince heretofore 
were not present to-day. Greater in- 

terest seems to center in the aeroplanes 

to be tried at Fort Myer by the Wright 

brothers and A. M. Herring. The latter 

has requested an extension of thirty days 

in the time in which he is to deliver his 

machine, which will be granted. The 

Wright aeroplane is expected any day, 

Balloon Will Be Accepted. 

The Baldwin balloon will be accepted. 

‘We are going to buy Baldwin’s ma- 

chine; we need it,’’ said Gen. James Al- 

len, chief signal officer, and yesterday he 

indicated that failure to comply with the 

speed requirements will not prevent the 

purchase of the airship. It is generally 

understood, therefore, that the speed and 

endurance trials will merely determine 

the price to be paid for the dirigible. 

Before taking his dirigible up to-day 

Capt. Baldwin had Mr. Curtiss, who re- 

turned from Hammondsport this morning, 

make a thorough test of the motor. A 

speed of 470 revolutions per minute of the 

propeller was attained while the airship 

was in its plaee under the tent, but Mr, 

Curtiss did not permit the speed to ex- 

ceed 400 revolutions while in the air. The 

four new carbureters were put in place, 

and a single throttle controls the flow of 

gasoline. 

The airship remained aloft twenty-two 

minutes, and a distance of nearly five 

miles was covered. A side wind was en- 

countered throughout the flight, and -sev- 

eral times Capt. Baldwin had to tack 

much the same as teh master of a ship. 

An altitude of nearly 1000 feet was at- 

tained. 

Secretary Wright expressed his pleasure 

at the showing made in to-day’s flight, 

but said: “While these airships will be 

invaluable in time of war for scouting 

purposes, they will never revolutionize 

warfare.”

But 

on their arrival there they met with bit- 

ter disappointment, being notified that 

work was very scarce at that time. They 

inquired along the road for work, but 

their efforts were unavailable. Keeping 

up their courage, they proceeded west- 

ward through Ohio; but still unable to 

secure employment. 

No Success in Chicago. 

Still trusting for better success in the 

future, they trudged on; their route 

leading them to the city on the lakes, 

Chicago, but here again the family found 

keen disappointment, for after days and 

nights of dreary and unceasing efforts to 

secure work they were at last compelled 

to leave the city. Almost giving up hope, 

they tramped southward, striking the 

City of Joliet, where they learned that an 

electric road at Pontiac was building an 

extension. They grasped this ray of hope 

for work and proceeded here, arriving 
this morning. On reaching here another 

setback awaited Porter, for upon arriving 

he learned that work on the electric road 

had been suspended. 

Relief Fund Started. 

However, friends came to Porter’s as- 

sistance, and, upon learning his story, 

directed him to a farmer living near this 
city, who had been advertising for a 
third man for over a month. With a 

light heart Porter tramped two miles 

with bright prospects of work at last. 

But fate still seems to pursue him, for, 

on his arrival at the farm, he wag in- 

formed that the farmer had hired a man 

only an hour before Porter’s arrival. 

A daily paper has started a relief fund 

for Porter and his family, and it is 

hoped that he will soon have work. He 

stated to-day that they had walked the 

entire distance, never having been of- 

fered a lift during the entire route. He 

took with him, when leaving Red Bank, 

the baby carriage in which the 165- 

months-old baby was wheeled by the 

mother and a small express wagon, 

which Porter constructed, in which were 

all their worldly belongings.

MOTHER AND SON 
BURNED TO DEATH 

Collinsville Boy Loses Life 
Aiding Parent After Gaso- 

line Explosion. 

ANOTHER WOMAN HURT 

Lad Eludes Reseuers and 
Runs Through Streets 
Screaming from Pain. 

WHOLE TOWN GRIEVES 

Wife and Stepson of Henry 
C. Bischoff Are Vietims 

of Accident. 

Mrs, Henry C. Bischoff, 85 years old, 

wife of a prominent soda and mineral 

water manufacturer of. Collinsville, IIL, 

and her 12-year-old son, Howard Fischer, 

died last night as the result of burns re- 

ceived when a gasoline stove exploded in 

the kitchen of their home in the eastern 

The accident happened 

shortly after noon. Mrs. Bischoff lived 

until 5:30 o’clock, when she passed away 

at the residence of Will Brighton on 

West Her son, who was in 

the same house, died two hours after 

her. Mrs. Carrie Ryan, a sister-in-law, 

was overcome by smoke and burned jn 

trying to rescue Mrs. Bischoff. 

Mrs. Bischoff was ironing in the kitch- 

en and used a small gasoline stove, which 

was on top of a gas range. It is supposed 

she attempted to refill the stove while it 

was burning, and this caused the explo- 

sion. When her son heard the noise he 

rushed into the kitchen from an adjoin- 

ing rom and, in his fright, picked up 4 

can filled with gasoline, which was leak- 

ing. In a second there was another ex- 

plosion, and he ran from the house a 

mass of flames. 

The residents heard the explosions, and 

the Volunteer Fire Department was sum- 

moned by the ringing of the town Dell. 

The house was saved with loss only to 

the kitchen. 

Boy Runs Through Street. 

While the firemen were batling with the 

flames the boy ran a block on Seminary 

street, screaming from the pain of his 

burns. John Weathers made an attempt 

to stop him, but his hands slipped from 

the burning flesh. The boy was finally 

headed off at HEckert’s drug store, at 

Main and Seminary streets, where Dr. 

John H. Siegel gave him temporary 

treatment. He was then removed to the 

home of Mrs. Lilly Van Arsdale, a sister- 

in-law of Mrs. Bischoff, who lives a block 

away. He was later removed to the 

Brighton home. Meantime Mrs. Bischoff 

was found unconscious in the kitchen by 

Charles Gronau, who lives across the 

street from the Bischoff home. 

Woman Rescuer Overcome. 

When the fire bell sounded Mrs. Carrie 

Ryan rushed from her home a short dis- 

tance from the scene of the accident, She 

was met there by Charles Gronau, who 

rushed through the flames, almost choked 

with the smoke, until he reached the 

kitchen. Mrs. Ryan followed him, and 

was overcome by the smoke and heat in 

the hallway. 

While Gronay shouted to several per- 

sons to go to Mrs. Ryan's aid he went 

on to the kitchen and found Mrs. Bischoff 

unconscious, lying partially on the stove. 

Every stitch of her clothing was burned 

off. A blanket was wrapped around her 

and she was carried into the yard, where 

Doctors Siegel, Armbruster, Burroughs 

and Simms did what they could for her, 

There was little hope entertained for re- 

covery from the outset, as her body was 

a mass of burns. 

When attention could be given to Mrs, 

Ryan it was found that shé was burned 

about the face and body. She was also 

overcome from grief at the accident. She 

is at her home in a serious condition, 

Not in many years has Collinsville wit- 

nessed such an accident. The townfolks 

turned out en masse and volunteered to 

aid in any way possible. 

While forcing a hose through a pane of 

glass John Reese, a fireman, sustained 

several small cuts on his wrist: He was 

given attention by one of the doctors ona 

the scene. 

The fire had gained headway, and the 

firemen had hard work to confine it to 

its place of origin. For a time it looked 

as though the blaze would spread to oth- 

er buildings. 

The Bischoff family is among the most 

prominent in Collinsville. Mrs, Bischoft’s 

husban dis in partnership with Will 

Brighton, whose house was thrown open 

to him in his trouble. 

Well Known and Popular. 

Aside from being well known and popu- 

lar in social circles, Mrs. Bischoff took 

an active interest in fraternal societies, 

being a member of the Pythian Sisters, 

Daughters of Pocahontas, Royal Neigh- 

bors and Modern Americans. She was 4 

member of. the Baptist Church, and be- 

longed to several of the women’s societies. 

The boy, whase body was literally baked 

and whose eyes were burned from their 

sockets, was a great favorite with the 

townspeople. He was Mrs. Bischoff’s son 

by a previous marriage.
