After two superb flights Wil- 
bur Wright essayed a new and daring 
method of descent. He stopped the 
motor at a height of 75 feet and 
tried to come to earth on a gradual 
descending glide. The calculations 
were not absolutely correct and the 
left wing of the aeroplane came in 
contact with the ground. This tore 
the frame of the machine. Mr. 
Wright was not injured.

stand, the machine lost its speed and 
began curving slowly toward the earth. 
All appeared to be going well until |

Mr. Wright calmly stepped out and 
examined the wreck. He was quickly 
surrounded by anxious friends to whom 
he explained that there had been no 
accident in the air, but that he had 
merely decided a new descent. He shut 
off the motor at a height of 75 feet 
and endeavored to float downward, 
The real cause of the accident was the 
attempt to land exactly on the spot of 
his departure. In lifting the planes at 
the last moment in order to continue 
the gliding progress he pulled the left 
plane too sharply.
