The mortality so far has been 29 per 
cent and of those that have pulled 
through a majority will be crippled 
for life. In some instances children 
have been sent out of town to es- 
cape the epidemic.

Disguise as Negro Almost Leads to His 

Being Lynched by Angry 

Crowd. 

Special to the Pioneer Press. 
Des Moines, Sept. 6—Attempting to 

chastise his wife, whom he had found 
while playing detective disguised as a 
negro, Ewell Smith was set upon by a 
number of white men who believed it 
was a negro assaulting a white wom- 
an, and nearly lynched him before he 
could explain the ruse. 

Smith received a hint that his wife 
had a clandestine appointment. He 
blackened his face with burned cork 
and followed her. The wife denies 
having had any appointment, and says 
She only stopped a white man to tell 
him she was being followed by a negro. 

The husband, forgetting his disguise, 
rushed up, thinking this the appoint- 
ment, and commenced beating his wife. 
Her cries brought a crowd, who set 
upon the black-faced man and all but 
lynched him. 

Racial feeling is high here because 
in the last few months three women 
have been assaulted by negroes.

R. L. Houk Company Flour Plant and 
Elevator Are Consumed by 

Flames. 

Special to the Pioneer Press. 
Good Thunder, Minn., Sept., 6.—An 

early morning fire starting in the flour 
mill and grain elevator of the R. L.. 
Houk company completely destroyed 
the plant and for a while threatened 
the destruction of the town. A call 
was sent to Mankato for assistance, 
but the fire department of that city 
was unable to reach here. 

The fire started at 3:30 o’clock this 
morning from an unknown cause, and 
when discovered had gained such 
headway that the fire department was 
unable to check the flames. The Mil- 
Waukee depot, the village hall and the 
Good Thunder hotel were on fire sev- 
eral times, but by desperate work the 
firemen succeeded in saving these 
buildings, thus preventing a confla- 
gration which would probably have 
wiped out the town. 

The loss on the mill and elevator 
will reach $30,000, and on the stock 
about $10,000. The insurance amounts 
to $20,000.
