“This report of an earthauake being re- 
sponsible for a large number of dead her- 

ring washed ashore along the Oregon coast 

is an effort to shield the real culprits by 

easting blame where it does not belong.

I. am positive in 

making the assertion that no earthquake, 

either at sea or ashore, is a respecter of 

fish or mankind. When once an earthquake 
makes up its mind to shake things u Pp 

bit, people and fish alike must take their 

medicine. The earthquake does not stop to 

inquire whether folks in its way are Repub- 

licans or Democrats, neither does it dif- 

ferentiate between herring and squid. 

“Now the truth is, species of seafowl! are 

wholly and solely responsible for these oc- 

easional periods of great mortality among 

the smaller fishes—herring, smelt, etc. Res- 

idents of and visitors to the ecoast at times 

when schools of these fish come in the in- 
lets and coves have seen the water covered 

for miles with a perfect mass of black- 

feathered loons, which, in turn, are backed 

up by other thousands of puffin, or sea par- 

rots. These creatures feed on the small fish,

by whales and other monsters of the deep, 

become prey for the useless birds that fol- 

low the fish. 
“While it is a well known fact, 

by myself and David Starr Jordan, the two 

great coast authorities on piscatorial and 

ornithological subjects, that the loon and sea 

parrot earry records for ‘precision, accuracy 

and distance’ in fishing circles, it neverthe- 

less sometimes happens that, with all fishers, 

the game escapes. However, the game sel- 

dom escapes without injury. The sharp bills 

of the loon or the Roman-nosed bills of the 

parrot may not always strike true, but even 

if the poor little herring gets away it is al- 

most certain to have sustained an injury 

from the effects of which it soon turns turtle 

and is washed ashore. 

“This is the only true and authorized ver- 

sion of the report of large numbers of dead 

small fish being washed on the sands of the 

Oregon beaches, and I again protest against 

the blame being laid to my old ague-smitten 

friend, the earthquake.’’——-Portland Oregon- 

ian.

ALL RECORDS 

Stays in Air Longer, Goes Fas- 

ter, Higher, Farther Than 

He Has Ever Before.

TWO-MAN FLIGHT IS BETTER 

One Authority Believes He 

Could Fly to New York and 

Back in One Night. 

Washington, Sept. 12.—In two flights 
Myer this afternoon Orville 

Wright, in the “Wright Flyer,” broke 
three records. Staying up nine min- 
utes and six and one-third seconds in 
the first flight, in which Maj. George... 
O. Squier, acting chief of signal officer, 
accompanied him, Mr. Wright broke 
the record for a two-man flight whi@a 
he established on Tuesday. 

In the second flight, which started 
at 5:17, Mr. Wright broke the record 
for time and distance of a heavier than 
air flying machine which he estab- 
lished, by remaining in the air for 1 
hour 14 minutes and 24 seconds. In 
this flight he also went higher than an 
aeroplanist has ever gone, rising to an 
altitude of 250 feet. 

Speed Highest. 

Mr. Wright also maintained a higher 
speed than in his other flights at Fort 
Myer, traveling around the dri]l grounds 
at the rate of 38.75 miles per hour on 
the first flight, when Maj, Squier ac- 
companied him. The distance of the 
flight was 5.88 miles. In to-day’s flight 
Mr. Wright broke the world’s record 
for time and distance for the fifth time ° 
this week. 

A crowd of 5,000 persons gathered to 
witness to-day’s flights, and their en- 
thusiasm knew no. bounds. They 
cheered Mr. Wright until he went away 
in the signal corps automobile. 

Col. James Templar, former chief of 
the aeronautical division of the British 
army, and who has been sending re- 
ports to his government on his ob- 
Seryations of aerial flight in this coun- 
try, was one of the most interested 
spectators at Fort Myer to-day. Oc- 
tave Chanler, the pioneer aeronaut; 
Maj. Fournier, the French military at- 
tache, and numerous others were pres- 
ent to-day. 

After the flights, Col. Templar said: 
‘T have always believed in the Wright 

brothers, although I had never wit- 
nessed any of their flights before. I 
am sure that Mr. Wright could fly in 
the machine he is now using to New 
York and back to Washington in one 
night without making any stops for 

fuel. Just think what this would mean 
in time of war! 

“These aerial flyers are an advance- 
ment in warfare and will lead to gen- 
eral pacification, I believe. The British 
army has been making experiments 
with aeroplanes for some time, but I am 
notatliberty to say what has been ac- 
complished. I think within a monta 

something will be heard from us. We 
have an American, F. 8S. Cody, and 
Capt. Dun of our army have. been mak- 
ing experiments for some time. The 
Wright brothers are the pionéers 
though and they are perfect.” 

Orville Wright has shown consider- 
able anxiety over the heaith of his 

brother, Wilbur Wright, who is mak- 
ing flights at Lemans, France. He has 
heard that Wilbur has been suffering 
slightly from fever, 

Mr. Wright is being overwhelmed 

with requests from enthusiasts to ac- 

company him on one of his flights. 
Mr. Wright has said that he 1s go- 

ing to Europe immediately after his 

official flights at Fort Mver, and while 

he is non-committal, he does not 

deny that his object is to make an 

effort to capture the prize of $10,000 
affered by the London Daily Mail to 

the navigator making the first flight 

from Londen to Manchester, Eng. 

The distance is about 160 miles, and 

as two stops are allowed for replen- 

ishing the fuel supply, it would con- 

sist of three flights of 53 miles each. 

Mr. Wright feels confident that he 

can fulfill the conditions with ‘the 

same type of machine he is using at 

Fort Myer.
