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“ORVILLE IN GOOD SHAPE” 
IS TELEGRAM TO BROTHER) 

American Aviator With Fractured Hip and); 
Broken Ribs Will Recover; Wilbur 

Shocked at News of Accident, 

WAS ABOUT TO MAKE BIG FLIGHT 
Considerable Conjecture as to How the Accident) 

Could fave Happsned—feneral 

Regret Expressed. 

Washington, Sept. 18—Lying inthe 
Fort Myer hospital with a fractured 
thigh and ribs, Orville Wright, the 
aeronaut, who fell with Lieut. Self- 
ridge in yesterday’s aeroplane acci- 
dent, is making a manly fight for re- 
covery. Through the night there 
was much anxiety over the injured 
8viator’s condition but as day broke 
and no signs of internal injuries de- 
veloped, as the attending surgeon after 
a call shortly after 8 o’clock an- 
nounced that Wright was doing very 
well, there was great relief expressed 
among those who were watching the 
progress of the patient. This tele- 
gram was sent this morning to Wil- 
bur Wright, at Le Mans by Charlies 
R. Flint, of New York, who repre- 
sents the foreign interests of the 
Wright brothers: 

‘ “Wilbur Wright, Le Mans, France: 
“Orville in good shape this morn- 

ing.” 

The fact that no reaction had set in 
and that he is in “good shape,” as one 
of the reports from the hospital early 
today expressed it is known to mean 
that it is now only a’ question of time 
before Wright will be able to leave 

the hospital. 
Mr. Flint, who made inquiries at 

the hospital early this morning, said 
later that he believed from the doc- 

be 
out again within, perhaps six weeks. 
Miss Katherine Wright, a sister of 
Wilbur and. Orville, who was imme- 
diately notified of the disaster, will 
reach here from Dayton, Ohio, late 
this afternoon, in order to be with 
her brother as much as possible while 
he is at the hospital. 
The mechanics who helped Wright in 

the work of his machine are almost 

heartbroken over its wreck. Mechanic 

Taylor said that when the aeroplane 

fell he expected to find Orville dead. 

“None know better than I” said he 
“the heartaches and sleepless nights 

this aeroplane has cost the Wright 
brothers. It is too terrible to think 
about.” 

Mechanic Furnass said that he saw 

Orville trying hard to get the airship 

level again after the propeller broke 

but’that the one propeller that was 

revolving pulled the machine down- 

ward and to the left. “It was too 
strong,’ said he ‘to restore the equi- 

librium of the machine. 

Mr. Taylor said he could not see 

how the two propellers could have 

come together. The angle line was in 

perfect condition before the flight and 

the steering plane and main plane were 

all right.

From the latest accounts of close 

eye witnesses the piece broken from 

the propeller struck one of the sup- 

ports of the rudder. The machine 

soon started to swing around on its 

own axis to the left. It did not over- 

turn as was the general impression 

given to spectators at the far end of 

the field but the left side veered down- 

ward. Mr. Wright again regained his 

lateral equilibrium but the machine 

then plunged forward, striking the 

round with terrific force. Mr. Wright 

believes that he would have been able 

to land safely had he been 50 feet 

higher at the time of the accident, 

Another theory advanced by several 

spectators is that one of the supports 

of the rudder snapped off and was 

struck by the propeller, which in turn 

was broken off. This would cause the 

other propeller to swing the machine 

around. Lieut. Frank Lahm of the 

signal corps, who was among those 

first on the scene, immediately took 

evidence from the eye witnesses. An 

inquiry by the signal corps board will 

be held and a report forwarded to the 

secretary of war. 

Nothing has been heard at Fort My- 

er from Lieut. Selfridge’s father in 

San Francisco, or his mother and 

brother, who are supposed to be in 

Boston. Until word is received from 

the family the body of the unfortunate 

officer will remain at the Fort Myer 

hospital. 

It is possible that an autopsy will 

be held to determine whether his death 

was due to the fracture at the base 

of the skull or some other injury. The

$50.00 FOR DESERTERS.

OTHER MISHAPS AND 
MIRACULGUS ESCAPES 

Accidents That Have Happened 
to Aeronauts in Re- 

cent Years. 

Washington, Sept. 18.—The tragical 

mishap. which cost Lieut. Thomas E. 

Selfridge of the United States Signal 

Corps, his life, yesterday, is the most 

recent of many resultant from -man’s 

persistent effort to conquer the air. 

Lillenthal, a German scientist, and 

M. Pilcher, another student of aero- 

nautics, probably were the first mar- 

tyrs to the eause of the heavier than 

air type of air craft. The former 

was killed in the summer of 1896 while 

experimenting with his “gliding ma- 
chine,”’ which is said to have furnished 

the first mode] for the Wright broth- 

ers. The latter met his death about 

the same time in a test of his own 

aeroplane. 

On Sep. 3, last, Charles Oliver Jones, 

the Hammondsport, N. Y., aeronaut 

fell to his death from his dirigible bal- 

loon ‘Boomerang’ while giving an ex- 

hibition flight in Maine. 

A spectacular accident to a mam- 

moth airship at Berleley, Calif., on 

May 28rd, last, resulted in serious in- 

jury to 16 men who narrowly escaped 

with their lives. The airship, the in- 

vention of Captain J. A. Morrel, was on 

its trial trip. In full view of ten thou- 

sand people it ascended 300 feet when 

it suddenly burst and dropped to the 

ground with its crew of 16 men. 

One of the most remarkable escapes 

from death in aeronautical history was 

that of Gail Robinson, who sailed the 

Knabenshue_ airship at Springfield, 

Ohio, July 18, 1907. Robinson fell 800 

feet, the only mark of his experience 

being a small scratch. Every one of 

the bystanders who witnessed his as- 

cent expected to see Robinson dashed 

to a plup. At first his machine shot 

downward so rapidly it was difficult 

for the eye to follow him. As he 

neared the earth the machine slowed 

up and he reached the ground safely. 

When the people flocked to the 

wrecked balloon, thinking to find Rob- 

inson a corpse, he was lighting.a cig- 

arette. 

WILBUR ABGUT 10 FLY 
WHEN HE HEARD NEWS 
Preparations Had Been 

Made But He Ordered 

Them Stopped. 

All 

Le Mans, France, Sept. 18.—Wilbur 

Wright, brother of Orville Wright, 

who has been conducting a series of 

experiments here for several weeks 

past with a Wright aeroplane, was 

greatly shocked when he heard this 

morning the news from Washington 

that his brother had suffered an acci- 

dent in which Lieut. Thomas E. Sel- 

fridge lost his life. 

He at once countermanded the order 

given for the preparations for his 

flight of today in which he purposed 

to try for the Michelin aero prize. 

Everything was in readiness, bar- 

ring a few final details, at the field of 

Auvours, where Mr. Wright has been 

flying. A huge crowd had assembled, 

and the soldiers on duty found diffi- 

culty in keeping the people back. In 

the private enclosure had gathered ail 

the notable aeroplanists of Europe as 

well as a number of foreign military 

attaches. 

Mr. Wright was chatting with 

friends near the starting rail when he 

was called to the shed by Hayt OO. 

Berg, his European business manager, 

and the news of the accident at 

Washington in the brief form in 

which it was received by The <Asso- 

ciated Press, was broken to him. Wil- 

bur Wright listened to the recital 

with lense features. It was apparent 

that he expected the announcement 

of his brother’s death. When he was 

tola that Orville’s injuries» probably 

were not serious, a faint smile of re- 

lief flittered to the corners of his 

mouth and he said: 

“He was lucky to get off so lightly.”
