For Better Water Supply, 

Sr. Perprsevre, Tuesday.—The epidemic 

has concentrated the attention of the St. 

Petersburg authorities on the long neg- 

. lected task of improving the water supply 

and sewer facilities of the capital. The 

sewers now empty into the River Neva or 

the open canals traversing the city and 

the water supply Js taken from the river. 

This in spite of the fact that Lake Ladoga, 

twenty miles away, offers an abundant 

supply of fresh water that could be ob- 

tained at small expense. The Mayor of 

St. Petersburg, at the instigation of the 

Premier, M. Stolypin, has appointed a com- 

mission to arrange for immediate action 

in these directions. The central govern- 

ment will share a part of the expense. 

- There is a total of 1,587 patients in the 
various hospitals. The municipal statis- 

tics are most incomplete, a fact which is 
shown conclusively by the numbers of 

interments. At one cemetery these ag- 

gregated 424 for the last three days, or 

within twenty of the total number of 

deaths reported.
