After a day spent in the most rigid in- 

vestigation, the police declared at night 

that the case was one of the most mys- 

terious with whcih they had ever had to 

contend. Several pistol shots had been | 

heard by persons living in the neighbor-| 

hood late on Saturday night, but the slay-, 
ers left absolutely no clew either to their} 
identity or to the motives which actuated 
the crime. 
Mellare himself was mysterious. He 

looked to be about thirty years old, but 
no one has been found who can tell where 
he made his home or whether he had 
any relatives. The police say that he was 
a. Skilful confidence operator, and that 
he had been in the habit of meeting many |} 
Calarians and Sicilians when they landed 
in this country. Based on this niforma- 
tion a theory has been framed that he 
was lured to Flatbush by compatriots 
whom he had swindled, and was there shot 
down. The place where the body was 
found is in the centre of an Italian set- 
tlement, 
Antonio Mungo, who lives in the neigh-i 

borhood, discovered the body at nine 
o’clock in the morning, while he was un- 
loading a truck of refuse. Captain Dulfer, ! 
of the Flatbush avenue station, began an| 
investigation with a squad of his men. |
