county auditor of every county in|

ing the assessments of Iowa railroads 
next sumnfer. 

Six years ago a similar canvass was 

made by the council and the result 

was a 10 per cent boost in the railroad 
assessment. It was found in 1903 that 
the average rate of assessment of land 
was 80 per cent of the real value, 
and this percentage was applied with 
some modification to the assessment 
of railroad property. 

In 1902 the total assessed valuation 
of railroads in Iowa was $51,307,950. 
After a canvass ordered by Governor 
Cummins had shown that farm lands 
were paying taxes on 80 per cent of 
their real value, the total assessed 
valuation jumped to $56,541,513, or 
about 10 per cent. Increases in earn- 
ings since 1903 have increased the as- 
sessed valuation until last year it was 
$63,457,616. 

No attempt will be made by the 
council to ascertain the comparative 
valuations of personal property or of 
city real estate.
