CINCINNATI, O., June $.—Revelations in

Regular 

meetings were held and the money ob- 

tained by extortion was distributed to 

various divisions in this country and sent 

to relatives in Italy for safe keeping. 

Is Organized Society. 

“We have found what I believe to be 

certain proof that the Black Hand out- 

rages, at least in the middle west, were 

- committed by a well organized society with 
grips and passwords, and that they are 

not simply sporadic cases of individual ex- 

tortion,” said Chief Postoffice Inspector 
Holmes. — 
“We have letters and hand writings, and 

on the same watered paper with Black 

Hand emblems, made with the same chiror- 

graphic style that were sent to victims in 

Cineinnati and Columbus from the Black 
Hand members in Pittsburg, Chicago and 

Cleveland. 

“For instance if a victim were selected 
in Cincinnati, he would perhaps receive 

the first threatening letter demanding 

money on pain of death by dynamite oomb 

be written by the same person, but for- 

warded to the Black Hand in Pittsburg 

would, in turn, then mail it to the 

victim.
