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McGowan had selected three expert advisers, 

who were to sit with him at the hearing and

The Acting Mayor believed he would be in a 

position to act on the®code by to-morrow night, 

and had planned to return it to the Board of 

Aldermen to-morrow or Friday. 

While he was engaged ina further study of the 

subject in the Mayor's office yesterday after- 

noon Assistant Corporation Counsel Crowell, 

the Mayor's adviser, walked into the room with 

a telegram in his hand. It was addressed to 

Mr. Crowell, and: in it Mayor McClellan an- 

nounced that he had decided to return to the 

city and handle the code personally. 

Mr. McGowan could hardly believe the news 

at first. He had heard nothing directly from 

Mayor McClellan and had not the slightest ink- 

ling that the code was to be taken out of his 

hands in so unceremonious a manner. To the 

newspaper men Mr. McGowan had no comment 

to make on the Mayor's decision. “It speaks 

for itself,” he said. “If the Mayor wishes to 

return and resume his official responsibilities, 

that is his right. I shall turn the code over to 

him to-morrow, and my responsibility in the 

@ase will cease.” 

CALL IT SHABBY TREATMENT. 

Friends of Mr. McGowan who heard of the 

sudden determination of Mayor McClellan to 

supersede him and.the indirect way in which 

the announcement was made had no hesitation 

in denouncing it as shabby treatment. They 

declared that it would probably end the friendly 

relations that have existed. between the Mayor 
and Mr. MgGowan.
