His Stand in Conference Committee 

Warmly Indorsed. 

{From The Tribune Bureau. ] 

Washington, July 21.—Representative Sereno E. 

Payne js the largest man in the House of Repre- 

sentatives to-day in the eyes of his colleagues. The 

story of his firm stand in the conference committee 

was read with enthusiasm and pleasure by them 

this morning, and his committee room was crowded 
with, Representatives wh6- hastened to congratu- 

late him on his efforts to obtain downward revision. 

..Most of them urged him to keep up the fight and — 

assured him that they would stand or fall with him 

fn case he found that he could not sign the con- 
ferénce report. 

Mr. Payne himself was in the highest spirits. 

When he was asked to make some statement re- 

garding the divergent views of the conferrees, he 
said; “The newspaper men have put me into this 
‘hazy tangle and how they must get me out of it 
as gracefully as possible.”’ 

“Are you going to take boxing gloves into the 

next conference meeting?’ he was asked. He re- 

plied that the differences were “entirely intellect- 

ual ones, and wil! undoubtedly be adjusted without 

fisticuffs.” 
Despite the fact that the chairman of the Ways 

and Means Committee strongly desires a harmoni- 

ous termination of the conference, he assured sev- 
eral members who discussed the tariff with him to- 

day that he intends to stand for the House rates 
unless his colleagues show him that those rates 
are fllogica] or unfair. In fact, the various delega- 
tions of lobbyists who saw‘him to-day in the hope 
of obtaining higher duties departed much discour- 
aged and immediately sought other conferrees and 

asked them to outvote the stanch New Yorker. 
Among the first to congratulate Mr. Payne was 

Representative Tawney, of Minnesota. He urged 
the chairman to stand firm for a duty of $1 on 
Jumber, and assured him that the House would 
Willingly agree to this rate. Mr. Tawney pointed to 
the fact that his free lumber amendment was lost 

in the House by only four votes, and that a num- 

ber of men voted against it as the result of an agree- 

‘ment between those who ‘wanted a duty on lum- 

_ber and those who were working for free hides. Mr. 

‘Tawney did not say what Mr. Payne replied, but 

he was in a jovial frame of mind and intimated 

that the $1 duty was a safe bet. 

The small group of Representatives who are in- 
sisting on duties on raw materials were not favor- 
ably impressed by Mr. Payne’s determined stand. 
Their conference yesterday afternoon resulted ir 
the appointment of a committee to visit him this 

‘morning and endeavor to cajole or frighten him 
‘Into compromising and assuring them that 
would give them fairly high duties on all the 
articles rmentionéd by President Taft as sus- 
ceptible of reduction.” They did visit Mr. Payne, 
but their protests were of little avail.- He an- 
hounced that he was for freé hides and free iron 
ore, a low duty on coal and the lowest possible 

_ duty on lumber. They declared that they were 
willing to accept of all these articles a greater 
percentage of reduction than the average in the 
Payne bill, but that umless some protection should 
be maintained they would do ‘their best to keep 
the Dingley bill in force: Mr. Payne replied that 

- he would do his best to obtain reductions al! along 
“the line; and his visitors left him. They. are loud 

in their declarations that théy -~will vote against the 
conference report; if it is not entirely to thetr lik- 
ing, but their’ stateménts are taken. with many 
Brains of salt.

Keep the respect and confidence 

of the House.” 
Representative Michael E. Driscoll, of New York, 

declared that Mr. Payne's stand could not fail to 

win the admiration of his colleagues and the coun- 

try. ‘“‘The Payne tariff bill, improved by the Presi- 

dent’s suggestions, would, in my opinion, prove a 

great boon to the business interests of the country 

as well as to the consumers,” he said. ‘“‘The Payne 

bill passed the House with only one dissenting 

Republican vote, and if the conference committee 

reports a measure approximating the Payne. bill 

it will be agreed to enthusiastically by the House.”’ 

_. This view was shared by Representative Foster, 

of Vermont, who declared that the House would 
stand by Mr. Payne and would vote against the 

conference report if it should not be entirely satis- 
factory to him. 

Representative Douglas, of Ohio, said that Mr. 
Payne had done exactly what was expected of him 
by his friends in the House, and that the lower 
body would be almost unanimous in approving his 
course. : 
Representative Hamilton, of Michigan, who was 

» Supposed to be an ardent supporter of Senator 
Burrows in his fight for a duty on iron ore, ex- 
pressed himself as entirely satisfied with the Presi- 
dent's course in advocating lower duties on certain 
free raw materials. His attitude is indicative of 
the stand which will be taken by most of the 
Michigan delegation, with the probable exception of 
Representative Young. Representatives Townsend 
and Gardner, of that state, have already given their 
approval to the President's position. 
Representative Gardner, of Massachusetts, be- 

lieves firmly that the President's programme must 
be carried out i! the country is to receive the tariff 
bill with any degree of enthusiasm.

Constabulary Goes to New Castle— 

In Other Cities. 
Pittsburg, July 21.—Little progress has been made 

in the Pittsburg district by eithér side in the strike 
of the Amalgamated Iron, Sheet and Tin Work- 
ers against the “open shop” policy of the Ameri- 
can Sheet and Tin Plate Company. 

Since the strike was begun on July 1, the com- 
pany has opened’ a number of its plants, but in 
most instances thesé forcés are small. The 
place where there has been disorder as yet is-at 
New Castle, where one hundred and twenty-five al- 

leged strike breakers were attacked on their way 
to the mill yesterday. In the riot following ofie 
man was seriously injired ahd a number of ar- 
rests were made. 

The situation at New Castle to-day is reported 
quiet. Thirty striking tin workers who offered 

their services to the Sheriff were sworn in‘ and 
are now on duty at the mills. Three departnients 
in the Shenango plant are running and two at the 
Greer works. 

At New Kensington three of the fifteen milis are 
in operation. Sheriff Shields is on duty there with 
fifty deputies. Of the twenty milis at Sharon only 
three are reported working, although in seven 
others the fires are lighted. 

Manager Evans, of the plants at Che@ter, WW. Va.. 
declares that the strike there has been broken, and 
that seven of the mills are running. The men held 
a mass meeting this evening. 

Butler, Penn., July .21.—Captain Leon Pitcher. of 
Troop B, State Constabulary, left this morning 
with twenty-two men for New Castle in answer to 
the plea of the Sheriff for help in restraining the 
striking tin plate workers there.

é? ashington, July 21.—Speed rather than length of 

flight Was the object of the Wright brothers in their 
aeroplane trials at Fort Myer to-day. In the sec- 

ond filght,. which lasted eleven minutes 

two seconds, Orville Wright attained a speed esti- 

mated at forty-five miles an hour. In the first trial 

of the afternoon the gear wheel on the magneto 

fell off,.and the flight was brought to sudden 

termination at the end of one minute and thirty- 

‘nine seconds on the third circle around the field. 

The: machine landed safely, and Orville Wright, 

undaunted by a drop of about seventy-five feet, 

prepared it for a second attempt. Within three- 

quarters of an hour the aeroplane slid once more 

‘fromthe monorail, mounted gradually to a height 
of about one hundred feet and flew around the field 

at a rate of speed perceptibly greater than that of 

yesterday. The gear wheel had been altered s0 

that the motor made about 1,400 revolutions a 

minuté instead of 1,200. In a short time the de- 

sired speed of about forty-five miles was attained, 

and Orville brought the machine slowly to the 

ground, 

The fact that several members of the Cabinet, 

‘the diplomatic corps and the Senate,- many officers 
of thé army and other well known persons were 

among the several thousand spectators did not 

tempt the Wrights to give an unusual demonstra- 

tion. They were out for speed, and rather than run 

the risk of heating their engines or machinery they 

limited the flight to about ten minutes. ‘ 
The first flight began at 5:50 without incident. 

On the second turn around the field it was evident 

to all that the machine was going at greater speed 

than heretofore. The spectators had just settled 

themselves to.observe a good long flight, when 

Suddenly the roar of the propellers stopped and 

the machine was started toward the earth. For 

fully twelve seconds Orville, by skilfully manipu- 

lating the forward planes, defied the law of gravi- 

tation while he searched for a soft spot to land. 

When about twenty feet from the ground the 

machine dipped and rose again half a dozen times, 
and after going about forty yards struck on its 

skids and slid along for about eight yards. A 
cheer rose from the crowd as Orville was seen to 

step from the machine as calmly as if he were 

alighting from a touring car. It was discovered 

that the gear wheél of the magneto had fallen off. 

ina few minutes another was brazed on, and the 

machine was wheeled up the field for another 

trial. 

While waiting fur the wind to die down a little, 
Orville Wright was taken up ty the tent reserved 

for the President to meet the Secretary of War 
and the French Ambassador. The Secretary and 
the ambassador, accompanied by Mrs. Dickinson 

and Mme. Jusserand, walked down to the machine 

and inspected it before the second flight. 

At 6:38 -the machine went up a second time, and 
after attaining the speed desired descended in less 
than twelve minutes. During .the speed test Wilbur 
Wright moved about the field making calculations 
which. convinced him the aeroplane travelled at the 
rate of.about forty-five miles an hour.

WANT WOOLLEN SCHEDULE CHANGED. 

Clothing Manufacturers Tell President It Will 

Work Against the Poor Man. 

Washington, July 21.—A 

resent % per cent of the ready-made 

manufacturers of. the country called 

Taft to-day to explain their position. They de- 

clared that the wool dealers have been forming 

a combination in the last few years and are ready 

to advance the price on the quality of wool used 

in the cheaper grades of clothes—‘‘the poor man’s 

raiment,’’ as they expressed it. In order to pre- 

vent this increase it was asserted that reductions 

in the Dingley rates .were necessary. It also would 

be necessary, according to the clothiers, to change 

the method of imposing the duty. 

The trouble with the Dingley rates, which are re- 

peated in the present bill, the manufacturers said, 

is that the-duties on the grade of wool from which 

the poor. man's clothes are made are comparatively 

so much higher. than those on the woo! used in the 

higher class of clothes as to amount to a serious 

discrimination. The delegation told the President 

that unless a change could be made in the woollen 

schedule a great storm of. protest would sweep 

over the country as a result of the increased prices, 

for which the manufacturers of clothing say they 

will be in no wise responsible. They intimated 

that. poor people wouid no longer be able to pur- 

chase clothes which contain wool, and would have 

to ve satisfied with cotton or shoddy. The manu- 

facturers favor an ad valorem duty on wool ac- 

cording to its grade, thus making the higher 

grades more heavily dutiable than the lower ones.

ONLY SMALL ADVANCE IN WOOLLENS.

Manufacturers’ Association Denies Responsi- 

bility for Increases. 
Recent statements that ‘‘advances in the prices 

of woollen fabrics, resulting from the operation of 
the Dingley law, will add 2 or 25 per cent to the 
retail cost of men’s clothing'’’ were denied in a 
statement issued yesterday by the American A&so- 

clation of Woollen and Worsted Manufacturers, 
which includes a majority of the woollen and 
worsted mills in the United States. The statement 
says: 

Such advances as have been made in the prices 
of fabrics have added at the most only a few cents 
to the cost of the material entering into a suit of 
clothes, and. are due, not to any combination 
among the mills nor to any tariff changes, but 
solely to the recovery of the wool market from the 
decline which followed the panic of 1907. 
While the association has no comment to make 

upon the apparent desire of the clothing manu- 
facturers to obtain greater profits, it does protest 
agai being’ held responsible for these increases 
and €esires to enlighten the public in general, and 
the authorities at W ashington in particular, as to 
the true cause of such increases.
