DEMAND TOO 

Canada Supplies School Books 

at Cost, Resulting in 

(ireat Saving. 

The idea of a municipal school book 

publishing plant, which Chicago con- 

Sidered but rejected as impracticable, 

and which is being used with great 

Buccess in Canada under government 

control, does not appeal to Supt. S. lL. 

Heeter of the St. Paul schools. 

“Tt could not be made to pay,” said 
Mr. Heeter, giving his most important 

objection first. 
“You see, books are exchanged by 

pupils for yéars and one book is made 

to do service in one family until it is 

worn out or dropped from use in the 

schools. So, while we might sell 8,000 

books one year, it might be years be- 

fore we could sell more than a thou- 

sand of the same book. 

Criticism for Board. 
“Besides, even if such a plan could 

be made to yield a profit, or even be 

self-supporting, which it would not, 

the school board would be open to a 
volley of criticisms for undertaking to 

run a publishing business.” 

School books in Canada are supplied 

to the school children at actual cost. 

As an example of the difference in the 

cost of readers, for instance, the five 

readers used in the Canadian schools 

can be bought for 39 cents, while in St. 

Paul the eight readers specified for 
use by the board of education cost in 
the aggregate $3.05. Any one of the 

readers, except Baldwin’s first reader, 

used in the “A” first grade, and 
Wheeler®¢s first reader, used in the “B”’ 

second grade, both 25 cents, cost more 

than the whole five books used in the 
Canadian schools. 

Baldwin's second reader, at 35 cents, 

fs used in ‘the “A” second grade, 
Wheeler’s second reader, at 35 cents, 
is used in the “B” third grade; Bald- 
win’s third reader, at 40 cents, is used 
in the “A” third grade; Wheeler's 
third reader, at 45 cents, is used in the 
“B” fourth grade; Baldwin's fourth 
reader, at 40 cents, is used in the “A’”’ 
fourth grade; supplementary readinz 

is assigned to the “B” fifth grade; 

Baldwin's fifth reader, at 40 cents, is 
used in the “A” fifth grade; Bald- 
win’s sixth reader, at 45 cents, is used 
in the “B” sixth grade. 

Change Every Three Years. 
Other books used in the St. 

public schools are on the same basis 
of cost. The books outlined for the 
“A” and “B” classes of the eighth 
grade cost $3.05. These prices are the 
same as are paid in all cities for the 
same books. 

Books used in the Paul 
are adopted every three years.

The Kids at the Wheel. 
“Look at that kid at the wheel,” ex- 

claimed a lawyer, as a touring car 
with two small boys on the front seat 
and two little girls on the back seat 
turned a sharp corner at Sixth and 
Robert streets and slowed down sud- 
denly to get out of the way of a 
street car.

Pineapple Preserves. 
Wash clean fine, ripe pineapples. Put 

them in a large kettle or boiler full 
of cold water, boil until they can be 
penetrated between the sections with a 
broom straw. Take them out; when 
4ccol, cut them in slices one-half inch 
thick, pare off the rind and extract the 
cores, Weigh them, and to each pound 
allow one pound of sugar. Cover a 
pan with a layer of sugar and then a 
layer of fruit. Let stand twelve hours, 
then drain the slices and put the syrup 
on to boil. Boil syrup and skim until 
scum ceases to rise, then drop fruit 

, {in syrup and cook slowly about fifteen 
or twenty minutes. Put into hot jars, 
cover with syrup until overflowing, and 
put on the sterilized covers. Quinces 
prepared in this way are much im- 
proved.—Good Housekeeping.
