in Ascent at Potsdam, 

Breaking Record. 

CROWN PRINCE ASCENDS. 

Wright Stays Close to Earth, but 

Guest Insists on Going Higher. 

A@roplane Rushes Down 

to Earth Again. 

POTSDAM, Oct. 2.—Orville Wright 
today broke his own and all 
records for high flying. He reached the 
unprecedented height of more than 1600 
feet, although an official measurement 
was not taken. He had a red-letter day 
in a double sense in his appearance as 
@n aviator, andintaking Crown Prince | 

Frederick William as a passenger. The 
Crown'Prince had been constantly ure- 
ing Wright to take him up. Wright 
evaded this responsibility while mak- 
ing flights at the Tempelhof field, ow- 
ing to the unfavorable winds, but fi- 
nally consented today. 

Prince Calls “Go Higher.” 

The Prince reached the field at 4:30 
in-the afternoon without his adjutant. 
After drawing on his overcoat 
Wright's suggestion, to save his uni- 
form from being spattered with oil, 
the Prince took his seat alongSide the 
aviator and the machine rose in the 
air. Wright kept it at a height 
about 20 feet for a brief period, 
the Crown Prince exclaimed: 

“Higher, higher, Mr. Wright.” 
Finally the aviator went up about 60 

feet and the crowds heartily cheered 
the Prince, who waved his acknowl- 
edgments. he aeroplane glided hack 
to the starting point 10 minutes later 

The Crown Prince congratulated Mr. 

but 

Wright onthe ease and safe motion of | 
the acroplane and presented him with a 
souvenir, a diamond and ruby pin com- 
posing the letter “W”" and crown. 
watched the daring aviator make his 
high flight, which also was viewed by 
a large multitude. é 

While the machine was at its greatest 
altitude, excursionists on a naval steamer 
three miles distant thought it was a bi 
box kite that was in the air, and were 
surprised when further evolutions showed 
the object to be Wright's aeroplane. 
When he returned to earth, Wright, 

speaking of his marvelous flight, said: 
“I never flew go high before. _No meas- 

urement was taken, but I estimate that I 
reached an altitude of 500 meters. It is 
difficult to gauge height, but I make the 
estimate from the time it took me from 
the starting point to’the greatest 
tude. After rising, 1 set the rudder at the 
maximum and kept ‘climbing steadily for 
15 minutes, until the fields and adjacent 
country reminded me of the picture T had 
of Zeppelin’s airship, only the ground 
seemed smalier. 

Rushes Back to Earth. 

“The descent was made in five minutes. 
I carne down at a -terrific speed. The 
whole machine shook as it rushed through 
the air, but my sensations were just the 
Same as in lower altitudes. The air was 
no colder, and the wind resistance was no 
greater.’’ ‘ 

With regard to his passenger, the Crown 
Prince, Mr. Wright said: 

“The Prince did not say much more 
than ‘Fine!’ during the flight, but I was 
able to read his impressions from his face 
I never took up a passenger who looked 
89 pleased. He amiled when we started, 
and kept smiling all along. I felt a great 
responsibility in having the future Ger- 
man Emperor as a passenger. Not that 
I mistrusted the machine, but any little 
irregularity might cause the people anx- 
iety. I stayed low :\ first, but the Prince 
kept urging me to go higher.”

Monopoly Not Reasonable. 
Now that is in restraint of trade, It is 

in restraint of the man’s own trade. But 
the common law said that was reasonable; 
because the restraint is limited to that 
which the men is selling, and which the man 
is buying. It is what is necessary to pro- 
tect the geod will and make 
on the one hand and enable the man with a 
business to offer it as something worth 
having on the other. , 

Now, that is as far as the common law 
went in saying what was a reasonable re- 
straint of trade. I need not say to you 
that is a narrow phase which in the great 
industrial business we are talking about 
Plays no part whatever. But when we talk 
about reasonable suppression of competition 
and of a reasonably good trust, assuming 
that a trust intends to monopolize some- 
thing, I don’t see how you can make any 
distinction at all, or how a judge can sit on 
the bench and say, “‘this monopoly is all 
right, and that is not.” I say all monopoly 
is wrong and all combinations to suppress | 
competition -— legitimate competition — are | 
wrong. (Applause.) The statute ought to 
Say 80, and ought to be enforced in that 
way. But restraints of trade which are in- 
tended to suppress competition or monopo- 
lies, ought not to be regarded at all. 

Statute to Be Enforced. 

We are going ahead to enforce that 
Statute. As I say, it is a difficult statute 
to enforce; but I think the country is pre- 
pared now to accept that rule of 
think the busjness community generally 
looking with great care to gee whether it Is 
coming within the inhibition of the law;
