Blowing of whistles and the cheering 

of people crowded on the roofs of office | 

buildings made Mr. Atwood'’s entry into 

Cleveland. shortly before five o’clock, as 

thrilling as the ovations accorded him 

at St. Louis, Chicago and Toledo. 

Leaving Toledo at twenty-nine minutes 

after ten o’clock this morning, Mr. Atwood 

skirted along the edge of Lake Erie at an 

altitude varying from 200 to 500 feet. He 

made intermediate landings at Venice and 

Sandusky, although his schedule called for 

only one landing. For twenty miles after 

leaving Sandusky, at fifteen minutes after 

three o'clock, he steered his machine out 

over ‘the lake, while the populations of 

towns and villages ran to the water's 

edge. 

With farms, woods, villages and rivers 

spinriing beneath him in a blur, caused by 

a mist which swept in from the lake, he 

made his best time between Toledo and 

Venice. He flew the fifty-five miles in 

fifty-nine minutes, including time lost in 

searching for a landing place.
