Rivers, the popular president for 

1911-12, will hand over the reins of 

office to Jay B. Jacobs, who will take 

them with the prospect of a like 

popularity for 1912-13. 

In reality Mr. Jacobs was made 

president two years ago, when he 

was elected to the office of \second 

vice-president. By the constitution 

of the exchange the second vice- 

president in any year becomes first 

vice-president the next year and 

president a year later. 

Mr. Jacobs is vice-president of the 

wholesale. produce firm, the Simon 

Levi Company, of Central avenue i 

this city and of San Diego. He be- 

came a member of the produce ex- 

change 9 years ago, when his firm 

started business here. For five years 

previously he was in San Diego, get- 

ting his earliest training in the prod- 

uce business from his father-in-law, 

Simon Levi, president of the firm. 

“A prince of merchants—one of the 

finest traders on the Pacific coast,” 

said Mr. Jacobs: of his father-in-law. 

“And I don’t say this out of family 
pride. Any produce man will tell you 

the same.”

President Taft, however, - 
from Atlantic City this morning to | 

make a last appeal to the voters. He 

will make the last speech of his New 

Jersey campaign at Glassboro at 

noon. 

New Jersey of late years has been 

a hard state for the political prophets 

to understand. 

A large part of the voting popula- 

tion is employed outside the state, in 

New York and Philadelphia. Of the 

remainder, large numbers are factory 

workers and farmers. How these ele- 

ments will vote today it is difficult 

to foretell. 

Superb summer weather prevailed 

tproughout the state during the fore- 

roon, The voting hours, 1 p. m. to 9} 

p. m., have been set for the special | 
convenience of the commuter popula- 
tion and the heaviest vote is expected 
during the last three hours the polls 
are open. 

The opponents of Governor Wilson 
are confident of electing “uninstruct- 
ed” delegates in the counties. Twenty- 
eight delegates will be chosen, four 
at large and two from each of the 12 
congressional districts. In addition, 

the ballots have a place for a direct 
presidential vote. 

A total vote of 9000 is looked for 
in Atlantic City, where the campaign 

has been the liveliest in years, Pres- 
ident Taft, Colonel Roosevelt and 
Senator LaFollette having included 
the resort in their tours. Governor 
Woodrow Wilson also was in that city 
recently. 

Ideal weather probably will have 

the effect of making the vote light in 
the agricultural counties, where the 
farmers dislike to take the time to 
vote. 

Owing to the drastic corrupt prac- 
tices act, there is not expected to be 

much display of activity by party 
workers around the polls and no dis- 
order is expected. The New Jersey 
law even provides voters with trans- 
portation to the polls. 

A light democratic vote was ex- 
pected in Paterson, but in Newark the 
interest in the democratic campaign

The city clerk failed to notify 
the voters at the time sample bal- 
lots were sent out, where their re-

Since the last city election all 
the precincts have changed. This 
was enough to puzzle even the 
most intelligent voters, but to add 
to their troubles, the new pre- 
cincts for today’s election were 
consolidated three in one, furnish- 
ing two separate puzzles for each 
voter to work out before he could 
cast his ballot. All this confusion 
could have,.been. obviatediif..the 
voters had been given their voting 
locations along with their sample 
ballots. 

An unexpectedly heavy vote, which 

may equal in size the vote cast in 

this city at the presidential primaries 

of May 14, was the surmise of today’s 

special city election which is in prog- 

ress. 

Contrary to all expectations, the 

voters of Los Angeles seem to be 

manifesting a keen interest in the six 

direct legislation questions, which are 

being submitted to their decision at 

the polls. 

On the election of 15 freeholders, 

who are to draft a new commission 

government charter, there was no 

contest. There are 15 members to be 

elected and 15 candidates’ names ap- 

pear on the ballot—the members who 

now are engaged in the preliminary 

work of drafting the new charter. 

Active Work At Polls 

At least four of the propositions 

on the ballot are being made the sub- 

ject of independent and active work 

at the polls. 

The civic center committee was or- 

ganized to make a campaign on be- 

half of the proposal to increase taxes 

this year so that a city hall can be 

started at Temple Block immediately 

and privately-owned property adja- 

cent to Temple block be benefited by 

the expected rise i~ real estate values. 

This committee stationed workers in 

many of the precincts early this 

morning and had automobiles scurry- 

ing backward and forward. Appar- 

ently this organization had plenty of 

money and was making the most of 

this fact.
