BERLIN, May 31.—Clever Hans, the Ger- 

man horse which won international re- 

nown ten years ago by his elocutionary and 

mathematical feats, has a couple of suc- 

ecessors at Elberfeld, Central Prussia, which 

according to newspaper accounts, are des- 

tined to become equally famous. 

The horses, which are Arabians named 

Muhamed and Zarif, are the property of a 

school teacher, Karl Krall, who asserts 

that he has succeeded in teaching them to 

“think, read and calculate.”’ 

After four years of instruction the ant- | 

mals are said to be able to “understand’’ 

both German and French, by ear when it | 

to them, or by sight 

they see it before them. They also stamp | 

out “‘answers” to various questions. 

Progress in Arithmetic. 
Their arithmetical talents seem to be the 

most amazing of all. They give rapid- fire | 
“replies’* to al sorts of posers in long 

and short division, multiplication, addition 

and subtraction, and even tell, after an 

incredibly short period of reflection, how 
much four times five amounts to. They can 
also spell out their names and tell the 
months. 
These Elberfeld wonder horses were ‘‘dis- 

covered”’ by a Hamburg journalist named 
Berges, who was the first to run across 

the miraculous “talking dog,’’ Don, a year 

ago. Berges gives the following list of 

“stunts” performed by the ‘‘thinking horses 
in his presence Tecently.”

board. Zarif promptly stamped six times

with the left front foot and four times | 
with the right. 
“Reverse the numbers,”’ commanded Herr 

Krall. Zarif unhesitatingly indicated 46. 

Solving Problems. 
‘“‘Add the numbers,’’ was the next order. 

Zarif pounded on the floor ten times. Then 
he was told to multiply the result by four, 
and he indicated 40 by stamping four times 
with his left front foot and moving the 
right. 
Once Zarif indicated 36 in answer to the 

question, “Now much is seven times five?” 
‘‘How far wrong is that?’ asked the in- 

structor. Zarif stamped once. 
“What date was yesterday?’ Zarif was 

asked. ‘“fwenty-five’ was the correct re- 

ply. Then he replied that there were still 
‘four’ days left in the month, and in 

answer to another question said that leap 
year comes every ‘fourth’ year. / 
The teacher held up a mirror before Za- 

rif and said: “Who is that?’ the horse 
picked out letters spelling ‘‘Ich,’’ (‘‘I’’). 
“What's your name?’

out hesitation.
