EXTRAVAGANT PARTISANSHIP. 

THE CONFEDERATE HOUSE EJECTING REPUBLICANS 
AND SEAIING DEMOCRATS ONE AFTER ANOTHER.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.—l he Democratic majority 

of the House has ousted Darrall, the Republican mem- 

ber from the Third Louisiana District, and has 

seated Acklin, the Democratic contestant. This was 

done to-day by a strictly party vote with the single 

exception of Mr. Candler, of Georgia, the Democratic 

member of the Elections Committee, who signed the 

minority report in favor of Darrall, The gts 

licans and Mr. Candler himself thought that the case 

in favor of Darrall was plain and incontrover tible. 

The Democratic majority, the most of whom 

thonght nothing about it, followed their leaders 

and voted their man in. 

The ablest Republican lawyers in the House say 

that, in view of the votes in the case of Patterson, of . 

Colorado, and of Darrall to-day, all that would have 

been necessary for defeated Democratic Congres- 

sional candidates anywhere to have done to secure 

their seats would have been to give notice of con- 

test. They assert that it does not matter if the law 

and the facts are against any candidate. The Dem- 

ocratic majority is determined to seat all claimants 

at whatever cost of conscience or principle. The 

single exception which prevented the Republican 

vote from being unanimous for Darrall was that J. 

D. Cox, of Ohio, voted for Acklin. 

The Boston case of Dean against Field is likely to 

be decided in the same way. A majority of the 

Elections Committee will to-morrow vote to seat 

Mr, Dean, the Democratic contestant, and to oust 

Mr. Field, the Republican. A canvass of the vote 

in committee, to-day, showed 6 to 5 in favor of Mr. 
Dean. Mr. Candler, of ree, will again be the 
only Democ rat who will vote for Mr. Field, This 
case will inv olve the legality and coustitutionality 
of the United States Election Law.

A NOMINATION CONTESTED. 
AN ALABAMA APPOINTMENT BEATEN IN THE SEN- 

ATE COMMITTEE, AND WILL BE FOUGHT FOR IN 
THE SENATE.

__ WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.—Ex-Governor Lewis Par- 
sons, Whose nomination to the district-attorneyship 

for the Southern District of Alabama has been unfa- 

vorably reported upon by the Senate Committee on 

the Judiciary, seems to have been defeated .1n com- 
mittee mainly through erroneous accusations made 
against him. It was asserted that there isa suit 
pending which involves him unpleasantly, if not 
eorruptly. This part of the story is pronounced by his 
friends to be wholly untrue. Governor Parsons was 
attorney for a man in Alabama who, at the close of 
the war, preferred aclaim for cotton taken by the 
United States. The claim, which amounted to 
about $70,000, was paid in 1866, and Governor 

Parsons beeame one of the sureties on the bond given 
by the claimant to refund the money if 1t 
should ever appear that it had been improperly 
paid. Nosuch assertion has ever been made on the 
part of the Government, and no steps to recover the 
money have ever been taken. No suit, it is posi- 
tively asserted, is pending, or has been begun. 
Governor Parsons was not an applicant for the 
lace tendered him, but was asked by the President 
accept it. His friends are very confident that he 

will be confirmed by the Senate in spite of the ad- 
verse report of the committee. Those Republicans 
who have thus far supported the President’s nom- 
fhations when they have been opposed by a majority 
of the party will vote for Governor Parsons’s con- 
firmation, as will also several others, led, it is 
gaid, by Senator Blaine. The Governor’s friends 
also assert that he will receive the votes of all the 
Democrats, with perhaps one exception.

CAPTAIN HOWGATE’S PLANS 

THEY ARE WARMLY APPROVED BY THE HOUSE COM- 
MITTEE "ON NAVAL AFFAIRS,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20,—The House Committee on 

Naval Affairs has agreed to report favorably upon 

the bill “‘to authorize the President to fit out an 

expedition to the North Pole, and to establish a 
temporary colony for purposes of exploration. This 

subject was referred to a sub-committee, with Rep- 
resentative Bliss as chairman. The sub-committee 

made its report to the full committee, and that re- 

port was printed about a monthago. Subsequently 

the Senate Committee on Naval Affairs adopted the 

same report. 

The expedition which it is thus proposed to author- 

ize and equip, isthat projected by Captain Howgate 

of the Signal Corps. The committee after express- 

ing the opinion that it is constitutional to appro- 

priate money for such a purpose, says that the com- 

mittee has ascertained to its satisfaction that the 

resuits yielded by prior explorations in the Polar 

Seas have incalculably benefited the world; that 

the knowledge acquired by experiment and dis- 
covery in that region can be obtained in no 

other way and in no other section of the 

globe; and that such action is an important factor 
in the regulation of commerce, which is absolutely 
dependent so far as decreasing the perils 

of the deep and enlarging the boundaries 

of navigation are concerned upon the knowledge of 

physical laws. Captain Howgate’s plan, the com- 

mittee continues, known as “ Polar Colonization,” 

has received hearty approval from such dis- 

tinguished experts,{scientists, students and explorers 

as Prefessor Joseph Henry, Profes#or Loomis, Pro- 

fessor Potter, of Union College; Admiral Porter,

ARMY AND NAVY PAY. 
TWO COMMITTEES STUDYING HOW TO CUT IT DOWN

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.—A Sub-Committee of the 
House Commrttee on Naval Aftairs, of which Mr.

The Committee 
on Appropriations will postpone the consideration 
of those portions of the army and navy bills relat- 
ing to pay until the two committees report. Mem- 
bers of both the Military and Naval Committees ex- | 
press considerable doubt of the wisdom of reducing 
the pay of army and navy officers. They say that 
if such reductions are made they will be coup- 
led with a proportionate reduction *in the sal- 
aries of members of Congress. The Naval Committee 
will unquestionably report in favor of mustering 
out of the service a number of officers now on the 
retired list, but who were, in the judgment of the 
committee, improperly placed there. Many officers 
of the navy who ought to have been dismissed from 
the service have been retired, somembers of the 
committee say, both by order of! Congress and by 
the Secretary of the Navy. It has been customary, 
so they pono to place officers on the retired list 
who have become incapacitated for service on ac- 
count of drunkenness and dissipation and wholly 
without regard to the character of the service they 
have rendered to the United States.

HOW PUBLIC BUSINESS IS FARING... 
THE HOUSE DOING LITTLE—THE SENATE MANAGES 

TO GAIN GROUND A LITTLE. 

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.—The House transacted no 
business to-day, of any consequence whatever, be- 
side, the expulsion Of{a Republican member from his 
seat, and the swearing in of his Democratic rival 

The Senate passed the bill for the regulation of 
postmasters’ compensation, with a franking clause 

attached, the bill to amend an act of the Legisla- 
ture of Wyoming, and several others of minor im- 
portance. The Senate agreed to go to the 
calendar on Monday next and proceed 
to consider bills on the calendar not objected to, and 
go on with the work until the end of the list has been 
reached, all speeches to be only five minutes long. 
The bill to authorize the issue of a long bond for in- 
vestments was taken up and oi be in odrer to- 
morrow as unfinished business. The Senate shows 
a desire to get on with important business, of which 
the House has yet made little practical display. 

THE LAND GRANT RAILROADS. 
A NEW TEXAS AND PACIFIC BILL—THE RESTORA- 

TION OF 100,000,000 ACRES PROPOSED, 

LBY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE. | 

WasHinetTon, Feb. 20.—The sub-committee 
which has been at work for several weeks maturing the 
Texas and Pacific Railroad Bill made its report to the 
full committee this morning. The basis of its labors was 

the bill introduced by Mr. A. H. Stephens, a full synopsis 

of which has already been published. 

One of the most important amendments recommended 
by the sub-committee requires the Texas and Pacific 

Company to surrender to the United States its entire 

land grant, amounting to about 18,000,000 acres, to be 

disposed of as follows: The lands to be sold by the United 
States Government at the minimum price of $1 25 an 

acre, and one-half the proceeds to be paid into the Treas- 

ury of the United States. The residue of the proceeds 

also to be held by the Secretary of the Treas- 

ury to the credit of a sinking fund from which 
to pay the interest and principal of the company’s bonds 

at maturity. The object of this amendment is twofold, 

first, to reduce the amount of land granted to the road 

by one-half; and second, to facilitate the sale of the 

lands after the road is completed. Great trouble 

has been experienced in the disposal of lands 

within the limits of railroad grants. The companies 

themselves have, in some instances, mortgaged 

them, and have thus been unable to give clear 

titles, and this has often deterred persons from purchas- 

ing. A large proportion of the landson the proposed 

line of the Texas and Pacific road are also only fit for 

grazing, and to be of any value must be owned in large 
tracts. If alternate sections are held by the Govern- 
ment and a railroad company, the difficulties of securing 

such large tracts is ereatly increased. It is not, of course, 
expected that the smking fund created in this way will 
be a very large one. 
Another amendment of the bill recommended by tne 

sub-committee provides that the Government shall re- 

tain all sums due to the railroad company for the trans- 

fer of troops, supplies, mails, ete., and shall apply such 
sums to the payment of the interest on the company’s 
bends which are guaranteed. If there is any balance re- 
waining after this interest has been paid, it also is to be 
carried to the sinking fund already mentioned. The net 
earnings of the road are also dedicated to the payment 
of the interest, and 1 per cent of the earnings is to be 
added to the sinking fund. The company will be allowed 
to retain the remainder of its net earnings after these 
payments have all been made. 
This bill, with perhaps some other amendments that 

may be made by the full Committee on the Pacific Rail- 
roads, will probably be reported to the House later in the 
session. 
The House Committee on Public Lands to-day agreed 

to report to the House a bill for the forfeiture of all 
land grants made to the following named railroads, with 
a recommendation that it be printed for the congidera-

THE EXPORT TRADE CONVENTION. 

A RESOLUTION IN FAVOR OF A SYSTEM OF AMERI- 

CAN OCEAN STEAM YINES—VISITS TO THE PRES- 

IDENT AND MR, EVARTS. 

[GENERAL PRESS DISPATCH. ] 

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.—The United States 
Export Trade Convention adopted the following resolu- 

tions to-day, after much diseussion : 

) _ This convention hereby declares its sense upon the ob- 
jects of the call to be: 

| First—That all the interests in the country demand the 
| maintenance or enlargement of ocean steamship lines 
between the United States and all places that can offer a 
market for our products ; because the products of our 
foresis, of the soil, of the mine and of the mill, demand 
the largest outlets that can be obtained for them. 
Seeond—That publie policy no less than national pride 

demands that such lines shall be, as far as may be, 
American built, American owned and American sailed. 
Third—That wherever discriminating charges are 

made against exports from the United States, or against 
American vessels, efforts should be made speedily to re- 
move all such discriminations, 
Fourth—That for the promotion of American steamship 

lines to foreign countries a general law ought to be 
passed by Congress, providing, under proper conditions, 
for mileage compensation for sea carriage of the mails 
between the Un fted States and foreign ports, on Ameri- 
can steam vessels. 

1. Because such a policy is in harmony with the prac- 
tice of the United States in Internal Postal Service. 

2. Because the experience of all foreign commercial 
nations has proved the policy of liberal mail pay to be ef- 
fective in the creation of new linés, and oftenjto be neces- 
sary for the maintenance of old ones 

3. Because such nations still adhere to the same policy 
wherever the conditions in which their lines are call tor 
its continuance. 

4. Because such steamships may become valuable ad- 
juncts to the navy in case of war. 

Mr. Joseph Brower, of St. Louis, offered a resolution 

calling upon the General Government to make liberal 

appropriations for the improvement of the great water- 
ways of the country. Adopted. 

Mr. Reese, of Piftsburg, moved the appointment of a 

committee to form a National Export Board of Trade, to 
continue the business of the convention after adjourn- 

; ment. The Chair appointed Messrs. Reese and Wether- 

ill, of Pennsylvania ; Seth Low, jr., of New-York; and 

Mr. Hayes, of Detroit, Mich. 

Resolutions presented by Mr. Hayes, to the following 

effect, were adopted unanimously : 

Resolwed, That the convention considers the establish- 
ment of a Department of Comwmerce of vital importance 
to the business interests of the country. 
Resolved, That the convention views with alarm the 

twenty-first section of the new Tariff Bill, and will use 
all honorable means to induce Congress to eliminate it 
from the act. 

The usual vote of thanks was taken, and the Conven- 

tion adjourned sine die. 

Immediately after the adjournment, at 3:30 o’clock, 
the Convention proceeded to the Executive Mansion,

THE COAST GUARD SERVICE. 

A BILL TO REORGANIZE IT—MORE STATIONS ON THE 

CAROIANA COAST CALLED FOR, 

[GENERAL PRESS DISPATCH. |] 

Wasnuineton, Feb. 20.— The bill reported 
from the Senate Committee on Naval Affairs to-day, 
with a recommendation for passage, “ to organize a 

> Life-Saving and Coast Guard Service,” is a measure in- 

troduced by Senator Sargent yesterday. It requires, in 

the first place, that the Life-Saving Service shall be trans- 

ferred to the Navy Department. It requires the Presi- 

dent to assign navy officers for the performance ot du- 

ties, as follows: One not below the rank of commander 

nor above that of captain, to be superintendent of the 

service under the immediate direction of the Secretary 
of the Navy; one for each district to serve as inspector 
thereof (the se officers to be selected from the grades 
below commanders), and one of the pay corps of the 
navy to act as disbursing officer of the service. All 
otticers thus assigned to receive for such service the 

| same payand emoluments as on shore duty,and no 
other, except actual travelling expenses. 
Other sections of the bill provide for enlistments for 

this special service, the preference being given to hon- 
orably discharged scamen or petty officers who have 
served three years in the navy; and for keeping stations 
manned throughout the year, except those which, in 
the judgment of the Secretary of the Navy, are not re- 
quire sd allthe year, such stations during periods of clos- 
ing to receive halt- pay. The pay of seamen is to be given 
to regular employés enlisted as experienced surfmen, 
and such of them as may be necessary for keepers and 
eoxswains shall have the special rating of keeper, at an 
allowance of $31 50 per month, together with the 
present navy rations. 

The Secretary of the Treasury has sent to the Senate a 
communication in which he makes the following recom- 
mendations: To augment the number of Life-Saving 
Stations upon the Carolina coast, so as to bring them 
within an average distance of ‘four or five’ miles 
of each other; to increase the salaries of the 
keepers of the ati itions about $500 per annum severally, 
und to confer upon these men the powers of inspectors 
ot customs; to provide for the increase of the number of 
each Lit e-Ba. ving crew from six to eight persons, and the 
manning and opening of the stations from September 1 
to May 1 of each year.

MR. WILLIS’S INVESTIGATION. 

WASHINGTON, Wednesday, Feb. 20, 1878. 

The House Committee on Expenditures in 
the Navy Department, of which Colonel B. A. Willis, of 
New-York, is chairman, examined, to-day, Mr. Jno.

Dialucue, a shipbuilder of Camden, N. J. He testified

Secretary Robeson repeatedly deferred giving an answer 
to his request; and heads of bureaus informed him that 
no bids would be received.

Davis, appointed Assistant-Surgeons by the last Admin- 
istration, and Theodore Mosher, jr., appointed Second 
Lieutenant, 224 Infantry, by President Hayes. The 
department was not, at the time of the appointments of 
Messrs. Gardiner and Davis, in possession of any infor- 
mation showing that either of them had served in the 
Confederate Army. Lieutenant Mosher was appointed 
under authority conferred by the act approved March 3, 
1877.

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THE CAREER OF LEO XII. 

Gioacchino Pecci, who has been elected to suc. 
ceed Pius IX. as head of the Catholic Church, has 
been widely known for his piety and erudition.. De- 
scended from noble anauntny, he was born at Carpi- 
netto (Papal States) March 2, 1810. He began his 

academical studies at the Roman College, whence 
he entered the Ecclesiastical Academy reserved for 

the education of persons of noble rank who 

are about to pursue a clerical career. Here 

he attracted the notice of Gregory XVI., who made 

him Prelate of his Household and Referendary at 
the Vatican. Soon after he intrusted the young ec- 

clesiastic with the position of delegate at Bene- 

vento, atowninthe Papal States. He was subse- 

quently transferred, with the same rank, to Spoleto 

and Perugia. In his capacity as delegate, he was 

remarkable for zeal, firmness and administrative 

ability. At Benevento, his energies were brought 

into play in suppressing brigandage, which infested 

that city, owing to its proximity to the Kingdom of 

where highway robbery was carried on 

without restraint. Bishop Pecci’s task was rendered 

difficult by the tolerance, if not encouragement, 

which the brigands received from families of rank 

and fortune, who resented Government interference 

in their own districts. Bishop Pecci began active 

measures against the robbers, by informing the 

Neapolitan King of his plans, and securing the 

cordial support of the mounted police, as well ag 

the aid of a Government official. Having thus 

organized his forces, he instituted a brisk campaign 

against the robbers, and had them pursued 
into the castles or dwellings where they 

supposed they might remain with impunity. It ie 

said that during these operations a powerful noble 

called on Mer. Pecci, and told him he was about to 

leave for Rome to procure his removal. ‘“ Very 

well, Marquis,” Mgr.
