In the eastern division of Manchester, 

Arthur J. Balfour, the former Prime 

Minister, was defeated by T. G. Hor- 

ridge, Liberal, who was conceded even 

by the Liberals a weak candidate against 

such a person as Mr. Balfour. Mr. Hor- 

ridge secured the remarkable majority otf 

1980.

Mayor Weaver, when seen late last 

night by a ‘‘Press’’ representative, said 

that Judge Gordon had acted as his 

representative in the Fifth Ward case 

and that he intended to probe the matter 

to the bottom to find out who gave the 

orders to the police to prevent a fair pri- 

mary election in the ward. 

“In explanation of the contradictory 

stories which have appeared,’’ he said, 
“in which I was quoted as saying that 

Judge Gordon was not my representa- 

tive, I would say that Mr. Gordon called 

me up on the ‘phone on Thursday morn- 

ing and told me that there had been 
trouble in the Fifth Ward and that the 

case needed his attention in the Central 
Police Station. He asked me if he should 

go there and straighten it out, and I told 
him to go. 

“I did not get a clear understanding 
of the circumstances over the ‘phone and 
did not connect the case in which Judge 
Gordon officiated as the one referred to 
over the ’phone. Consequently when I 
was asked by the newspaper men whether 
it was’true that Judge Gordon was my 
representative I at first denied it. I have 
seen Judge Gordon since that time and 
he explained the situation to me. TI de- 
sire it to be distinctly understood, how- 
ever, that I indorse the action of Judge 
Gordon in liberating the accused men 
and reiterate my statement that [ will 
see to it that the man who gave the or- 
ders for police interference shall be 
brought to book.’’
