ECU will host an internationally important 

two-day symposium on phosophate and 

peat resources of North Carolina October 

12 and 13 under auspices of the ECU 

chapter of Sigma Xi. 

The symposium will focus on the scientific 

support for the evaluation and orderly de- 

velopment of these extensive and valuable 

resources, according to Bernard E. Kane 

(Allied Health), spokesperson for the Sigma 

Xi symposium committee. 

All noted authorities in their fields, the 

speakers will evaluate the resources, the 

environmental problems associated with re- 

covery and the role of the resource in the 

local, national and international framework, 

Kane said. 

Coastal Resources 

The first day’s program is devoted to phos- 

phate which has been mined extensively for 

more than a decade in Beaufort County. 

Large phosphate deposits lie in the Pamlico 

and Pungo rivers region and even greater 

deposits of this valuable and strategic min- 

eral may lie in the seabed off the Atlantic 

coast. 

Speakers include the symposium committee 

co-chairmen from ECU, Mark Brinson (Bi- 

ology) and Stan Riggs (Geology).

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Faculty, Staff Support Sought for Athletics 

Chancellor John M. Howell has appointed a committee to conduct an intensive on-campus 

campaign to enlist strong faculty and staff support for ECU’s athletic fund-raising drive. 

Headed by John Maiolo (Sociology, Anthropology and Economics), the committee and its 

task forces plan to canvass the campus beginning in early October for athletic fund 

contributions and Pirate Club memberships.

In early August Howell and a 12-member 

committee of ECU boosters launched a 

fund drive to raise $1 million to finance “a 

_ competitive program” in intercollegiate ath- 

letics. That drive is continuing. 

At that time Howell said the $1 million drive 

would not supplant the Pirate Club. “The 

future of athletic funding lies in a successful 

Pirate Club,” he said. 

Maiolo said the objective of the on-campus 

drive “is to get a strong level of participation 

to show (supporters outside the university) 

that we are working inside, too. 

“Joining the Pirate Club, donating to specific 

causes, all of these things count,” Maiolo 

said.

Recommendations

George Moye’s small windowless office in Joyner Library is a technophile’s dream. Beneath 

bright art poster prints of Klee and Miro paintings is a mind-boggling collection of electronic 
media gadgetry, in view or stored in one of the gray cabinets or bins. 

The paraphernalia of Moye’s job as educational media technician in the library’s Media 

Center includes cameras, filters, film reels and assorted focal-length lenses; slide, tape and 

film projectors; earphones, tape recorders and tape duplicating equipment, an oscilloscope 

(needing repair) and a myriad of small things — plugs, jacks, adapters, cables and patch 

cords. A TV screen monitors activity in the Media Center outside Moye’s work space, which 

is very handy when someone comes in for assistance and all the student helpers are out 

delivering equipment. 

If a low-cost audio-visual media production is needed, call George. “The university is quickly 

catching onto something besides books,” he says. “We’re getting more calls for video 

productions, from all the academic departments.” 

Demand Is Growing 

Nearly half of Moye’s working days in September were filled with production dates. Some of 
his recent projects have been shooting slides of jumpers for the horseback riding class offered 
through the physical education program, doing re-photos of old pictures for ECU’s 75th 
anniversary and filming a quilting session for the Folklore Archive. 

Moye’s hectic, if creative and challenging, job evolved from an equipment repair, maintenance 
and lending service offered by the Media Center. Now, with increased calls for custom-made 
audio-visual presentations, Moye has little time for repairs, and his student workers generally 
deliver projectors and other equipment to faculty and staff users. He does rapid duplication 
of cassette sound tapes and minor mechanical maintenance work between production 
projects, and is hoping for help with this from a full-time technician someday. 

“Budgets are being cut, just when the need is greatest,” he explained. “Since the medical 
school’s Center for Medical Communications moved off the main campus, we’re getting even 
more calls.” Fortunately for his campus customers, the only charge for Moye’s service is the 
cost of materials. 

Handicapped Services 

One area in which Moye’s skills have been especially valuable is in services for the 
handicapped. He has produced several sign language videotapes for the Program for Hearing- 
Impaired Students and plans to acquire the capacity for captioning tapes in the near future. 
He’s also preparing for projects involving the Kurz-Weil reading machine, the computerized 
speech synthesizer and the Braille printer. 

Moye went to the University of South Carolina in 1976 as a biology major, intending to 
prepare for veterinary study. An interest in music (he had attended the North Carolina 
Governor’s School asa voice student) led to involvement with audio recording. That, with his 
personal love for the film medium led him into USC’s new program in media arts, in which he 
graduated in 1980. After graduation, he worked in television for awhile and is now in his 
second year at ECU.

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First Phase Nearly Complete

Wright Auditorium Becomes Usable Again 

With Phase I of its renovation project almost complete, the 1,500-seat Wright Auditorium 
“can be considered usable” and will be used this year, says Associate Dean of Student 
Activities Rudolph Alexander. 

The auditorium now has a new roof, an enlarged stage, a sloping audience area, a fan balcony 
across the back, and a freight and passenger elevator for ease of access by persons in 
wheelchairs and for large musical instruments. 

Awaits Funding 

Although its dark red stage curtain has been installed, Wright still lacks curtains for the 

arched windows that line the hall on both sides, and some painting and plastering remain 

incomplete. When these final touches are accomplished, Phase I of the renovation process 
will end. 

Phase II, which awaits funding, will include permanent seating, improved stage lighting, 
refurbishing of the auditorium lobby and the addition of dressing rooms, storage rooms and 

restrooms. 

An ECU Showcase 

The $1.3 million Phase I renovation is the third major remodeling project Wright Building has 

undergone in its 57-year history. In its nearly six decades as one of East Carolina’s major 

landmarks, Wright Building has housed numerous academic departments, administrative 

offices and student service facilities. It is named for Robert Herring Wright, East Carolina’s 

first president, who served from the institution’s opening in 1909 until his death in 1934. 

Wright Auditorium has been the showcase for the best large ensemble performance by ECU 

students as well as appearances by visiting artists, including such world-renowned musicians 

as Andres Segovia, Robert Merrill, Virgil Fox, Artur Rubinstein, and the London Philharmonic 

Orchestra with Andre Previn conducting. 

Regional Projects Music Awards

AFROTC Anniversary 

ECU’s Air Force Reserve Officer Training 
Corps (AFROTC) detachment is marking 
its 34th anniversary. It was formed at East 

Carolina in 1948, just one year after the U.S. 
Air Force was established as a separate 
military service. 

  

Originally, President John D. Messick had 
planned for a naval ROTC unit on campus 
but quickly accepted the Air Force’s newly- 

organized ROTC as an alternate. It had 76 
signees the first year and during the early 
1950s grew to a maximum enrollment of 
600. 

Detachment 600, now commanded by Lieu- 
tenant Colonel James C. Thomas, has an 
enrollment of 211 cadets this year compared

When not involved in Media Center pro- 

jects, Moye attends classes in the School of 
Business, where he is working toward the 
MBA degree.

Media Boom 

Meanwhile he’s trying to stay ahead of the 
media boom, with plans to computerize the 

Center’s equipment delivery service, and 

urging for the purchase of more up-to-date 

media hardware. “We need a new video 

camera, which will cost between four and 

five thousand dollars,” he said. “The ones 

the Media Center now has are obsolete.” He 
cites other needs: viewing rooms, sound- 
proof carrels, studio space and, of course, 
another staff member. 
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A Lively 
‘Incredible’ Election 

When the faculty was asked to select three 

of its members for appointment to terms on 

the University Athletic Committee, more 

than 50 stepped forward willing to serve. 

This indicated, the Faculty Senate was told, 

a “high degree of interest” on the part of 

many faculty members in serving on this 

committee. Some have beeninterested fora 

long time. 

When asked how many candidates were 

considered for nomination by the Com- 

mittee on Committees, Robert Woodside 

(Math) held up a long typewritten list. He 

said he counted 51 names. 

From the Floor 

Woodside gave a brief explanation of several 

criteria which “may have been” considered 

by the committee in choosing three nomi- 

nees. As soon as he placed these three in 

nomination, four more were nominated from 

the floor. 

Frank Saunders (Math) was declared “elect- 

ed” on the first secret ballot, receiving 37 

votes. Forty-eight senators voted for three 

on the list of seven. Saunders thus was 

chosen for recommendation for appoint- 

ment for a term expiring in 1985. 

Then a slight problem arose. A brief, spon- 

taneous bit of politicking broke out and 

several senators began speaking of the 

qualifications of some of the remaining can- 

didates. 

Barney Kane (Allied Health) rose to protest. 

He said he found such procedure “incred- 

ible.” 

“Here we are electioneering in the middle of 

a ballot,” Kane said. He suggested that the 

balloting be stopped and postponed until 

October. It continued, however. 

On the second ballot, Vila Rosenfeld (Home 

Economics) and Fred Hamblen (Business) 

were elected for recommendation to terms 

expiring in 1984. 

Other Nominees 

Others nominated during the September 21 

Faculty Senate session were Art Haney 

(Art), by the Committee on Committees; 

Emily Boyce (Library Science), Paul Alston 

(Allied Health) and Garrett Hume (Allied 

Health). 

Appointments to the Athletic Committee 

will be made by the chancellor.

Meet Writers, Scholars of China 
The summer, 1982, visit of Alfred and Veronica Wang (English) to Hong Kong was not just 

their first in 30 years; it provided several memorable experiences for the faculty couple, the 

base for future professional relationships and a considerable number of new books in Chinese 

for their personal collections. 

The Wangs met two of the most prolific, as well as popular, Chinese writers of today — Chin 

Yuna, a writer of historical romances, knownas the Chinese Sir Walter Scott, and Nee Quon, 

a fantasy writer, the Chinese counterpart of J.R.R. Tolkien — who entertained the Wangs at 

banquets and presented them with autographed books. 

The Wangs also visited Taipei, Taiwan, for the first time and spent 16 days touring the island. 

They met with writers and scholars at the Institute of American Culture, Academia Sinica, the 

highest institute of research in Taiwan, and were again honored at banquets and given 

autographed books. 

They conducted a workshop and delivered addresses in both Chinese and English on current 

trends in teaching literature to American students at National Taiwan University’s Graduate 

Institute of English. 

In addition, they consulted with experts on contemporary short Chinese fiction published in 

Taiwan and Hong Kong and collected dozens of anthologies for possible translation — a 

project partially funded by an ECU Research Grant. The Wangs did a great deal of in-person 

promotion for ECU’s new Chinese Studies program and explored the possibilities of 

exchanges of students and professors.
