DIRECTIONS TO BE OBSERVED IN 

TAKING THE PERUVIAN SYRUP. 

In all cases, except those of extreme debility, begin 

with one table-spoonful of Syrup, which dose may be 

taken three times a day, either before or after eating, at 

the option of the patient.
