The rlght, hand spemmen (B.) consists of the heart aorta, and pericardium, Wthh have been
removed in one mass, and it shows the impressions on the posterior aspect of the pericardium made
by the structures with which it lay in immediate contact, especlally by the left bronchus and by the

oesophagus on the back near the lower margin. .
The redundancy of pericardium 1s well indicated by the wrmkles on 1ts surface, and by the tail
