This specimen ‘was prepared by detaching the margin of the pericardium along its whole
., circumference from the dlaphragm and then hfl;mg the entire heart and pericardial bag away.
This can easﬂy be done, since the pencardmm and dla.phragm are only connected by areolar
' tlssue over the greater part of their adJacent surfaces. s '
- The diaphragmatic surfaces of both heart and pencardmm are apphed to the dla.phragm, and

are nearly flat, and the out.lme of the heart, seen from this aspect, is r1angular ---the apex in front
and the base behind. The only orifice in this surface is that for the inferior vena cava, situated at

the back and to the rlght. sxde The groove to the left 51de 1S for the oesophagus.
