On the dorsal aspect of the scapula, below the spine of that bone, lie the infraspinatus, teres
minor, and teres major muscles, while the latissimus darsi also gains a slight origin from this surface
of the bone at the lower angle. e - e g ‘

The infraspinatus muscle arises from the infraspinous fossa, excepting a small part near the
neck, and from the investing fascia. The teres minor arises from an elongated flat surface on the
dorsal aspect of the axillary border of the scapula, and from the adjacent intermuscular septum, while
the teres major arises from an oval area on the dorsal aspect of the lower angle of the scapula. h
- The nfraspinatus and teres minor muscles pass upwards and outwards to the greater tuberosity
of the humerus, covering the back of the shoulder-joint, while the teres major passes in front of the
long head of the triceps and the humerus, to reach the inner lip of the bicipital groove of that boue,

Those three muscles receive their nerve supply from different sources, the infraspinatus from
the suprascapular nerve. the teres minor from the circumflex, and the teres major from the lower
subscapular nerve. - e AeTita 0l o 5 ooy oty I
