a The quadrilateral space is bounded above by the teres minor, below by the teres major, inter- 
nally by the long head of the triceps, and on the outer side by the humerus, and it transmits the 
circumflex nerve and the posterior circumflex vessels in their course from the axilla to this region. 

In the lower, or triangular space, the dorsalis scapule artery makes its appearance, and it winds 
round the border of the scapula, to be distributed principally to the infraspinous fossa. 7 

The nerves and blood-vessels of the scapular region are arranged as follows:— — 
A branch of the-suprascapular artery passes into the infraspinous fossa below the root of the - 
_@eromion, with the termination of the suprascapular nerve, and anastomoses with the dorsali 

scapule, and both of these vessels anastomose with the posterior scapular artery, which runs alon, 

the vertebral border, under cover.of the rhomboid muscles. 7 , : : :
