The bed of the kidneys is seen to be formed by the diaphragm above, the crus of the diaphragm
and the psoas muscle internally, and the quadratus lumborum and tendon of the transversalis

The abdominal aorta enters the abdomen under cover of the ligamentum arcuatum medium of
the diaphragm, and runs down in front of the vertcbral column as far as to the fourth lumbar
vertebra, where 1t terminates by dividing into the two common iliac arteries. The coeliae awis and
the superior mesenteric arteries are seen arising from the commencement of the aorta and, from its
anterior aspect, lower down the inferior mesenteric. The mrddle sacral which arises from the
posterior aspect of the aorta is seen between the two common iliacs. Some luinbar branches, which
