The Zamra of fascia wmeh invest each of the muscles on its pubic and permeal asper'ts meet with one
another at the margin of the musele, and are cammued across to join the layer of the opposite side. The
layer so formed is clos sely associated with the under spect of the prostate gland, and forms the under portion
of its sheath. A large plexus of veins, the pros tmw plexus, lies between this sheath and the capsule of ‘the
gland, and this layer forms the deep ‘é;mz.“”“?am ligament.

In front, the fascia forms two stro g bands which pass to the back of the pubis, and are called the
pubﬂmw% tatic ligaments.

" The anterior margins of the levator ani meet and decussate in the middle line between the prostate and
" the anal canal, and in  the interval between the prostate and the rectum there i1s a muscle bundle, variable in

' slze, passing fmm the front of the rectum to the back of the urethra, the preureetahs muscle. It is seen

is invested by a strong sheet of fascia, tke "@amewi pelvic fascia.
This fascia biend with the fascia coveri ng the outer surface of the levator ani muscle a,long a hne which
forms the white hine of the pelvic fascia, “ami corr esponds to the apex of the ischio-rectal fossa. --
~ Lower down, the internal pudic vessels an d. nerve run in a sheath formed by this fascia in the cuter wall
of the ischio-rectal fossa, called Alcock’s canal. . '
