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FRONT OF THIGH. -

Wlth this view Scarpa’s trla.ngle No 2 should be com a,red.

1. Bony points.—The anterior superior spine of the ilium lies at the bottom of a slight depre&mon,
and marks the junction between the abdominal wall and the thigh. The crest of the ilium passes
upwards and outwards from it, forming a sinuous depressed line, and Poupart’s ligament passes down~
~ wards and inwards. These lines form the upper iimit of the thigh and the lower limb of the abdomen. '

The great trochanter also lies in a depressed area in the cuter side of the thigh—the figure 8 is placed
in front of it, at the level of its upper border, and this level corresponds to the centre of the head of the femur.

2. Muscles.—The sartorius runs downward@ and inwards from the anterior superior spine, and is &
valuable landmark. To its inner side 18 the depressed area corresponding to Scarpa’s triangle, and to its outer
side is a hollow, between the sartorius and the rectus femoris muscles. The lower part of the tensor fascis
femoris forms a prominence outside this and rather lower down, and the rectus femoris becomes ewdeat in
the surface below this pomt in the centre of the thigh, and to its outer side is the vastus externus still
lower down. ,

Vessels.—The figure 7 is placed on the femoral artery near the apex of Scarpa’s triangle. The 8
bigher up lies midway between the anterior superior iliac spine and the pubic symphisis, and passes dr;
