The left-hand specimen (A.) shows the heart, from which the Derlcardluﬁl has been removed,
with the great vessels, the trachea, and root of left lung.

The aorta is seen to form an arch over the root of the lung, the aortic arch lymg above and the
descending thoracic aorta behind.

The left bronchus passes outwards from the bifurcation of the tra.chea and joins the
pulmonary vessels.

- The right-hand ~pecimen (B.) consists of the heart, aorta, and pericardium, which have been
removed in one mass, and it shows the impressions on the posterior aspect of the pericardiam made
by the structures with which it lay in immediate contact, especially by the left; bronchus and by the
oesophagus on the back near the lower margin. ' ‘

 The redundancy of pericardium i1s well indicated by the wrinkles on 1ts surface, and by the tail
which projects from the regmn of the apex of the heart. '
