FRONT OF NECK—No. 4.

THIS VIEW SHOWS A DEEP DISSECTION OF THE ROOT OF THE NECK, THE UPPER PART OF THE
STERNUM AND THE INNER ENDS OF THE FIRST COSTAL ARCHES HAVING BEEN REMOVED O!
BOTH SIDES. ' '

As the trachea descends it recedes from the surface and is crossed by the left innominate vein,
while lower down the innomihate artery also lies in front of it. The common carotid arteries lie on
either side, and further back also the recurrent laryngeal nerves, of which the left one 1s seen.
The course of the phrenic nerves is seen as they pass for wards, and the nerve of the left side is seen
to be crossed by the internal mammary artery, although it 1s more usual for the nerve to cross in
front of the artery. - |

The thyroid gland in this specimen has a large pyramidal lobe which passes upwards from the

richt lobe as far as to the hyoid bore.
7 The distance to which” the pleural membranes pass into the neck is seen. On both sides the
membrane extends for a distance ot about an inch above the anterior end of the ﬁrst rib, behind the

scalenus antlcus muscle.
