Tonight’s game 1s a special occasion for a couple of reasons . .. not only is it home-
coming for you alumni, but the game marks the first time the Catawba Indians have op-
posed the Pirates in a North State Conference football game.

T'he Pirates have been in three contests thus far this season. They walloped the Ap-
prentice School 37-6, but were shaded by both Norfolk Navy and Lenoir-Rhyne. The 7-6
loss to Lenoir-Rhyne was a conference game and, despite the loss, added a lot to the respect
being given the Pirates by other members of the league.

The Indians have played twice thus far and have split the two games. In their first
game, they ran into a red-hot bunch of Marines from Camp LeJeune who romped to a 57-6
victory. Last week, the Indians gave a better account of themselves by coming from be-

hind to beat Newberry, 13-7.

On the basis of their performance against the Lenoir-Rhyne team, the Pirates enter
tonight’s game 1n the unfamiliar role of favorite. The defensive line, which has done an
outstanding job in the three games thus far, is touted as being able to stop the Catawba
running attack presented by tailback Harold Carter, fullback Bill Kluttz, and co-captain
Roy Pickens. '

Carter, a High School All-America while at Lexington High School, is the boy to watch
in tonight’s game. He’s back in action after a year of duty in the Navy and is all set to roll
after being held back in the games with LeJeune and Newberry.

The way the North State Conference springs upsets every week, it might be just a bit
foolish to try to come right out and say who’s going to win tonight, but keep your eyes on
the defensive team Coach Jack Boone sends out. There’s a big freshman from Erwin . . .
James Faircloth, number 15 . . . who’s headed for every honor in the book if he can keep
up the pace he started two weeks ago against the Norfolk team. Tackle Willie Holland,
number 49, 1s another who can become one of the Conference’s outstanding men barring
unforeseen events. All up and down the line, you can count the players . . . all good men
and willing to play good football.

After tonight, the Pirates will hit the road for a game with Elon in Burlington. After
that game, they'll come back home to do battle with the Catamounts of Western Carolina
Teachers College.

But, let’s worry about those Christians next week and the Catamounts week after next.

Right now, let’s see what some flat-land Pirates can do with these Indians. .. and we
hope you aumni who have “come home” can leave happy. . .
