Mr, Adler acted as Chairman for the election of Chairman., IMr, Varbrough, Chairman
of the nominating committee presented the committee's nominees for Chairman, They
were: 2, B, Xeusch and Robert "loodside, Mr, Adler asked if there were further
nominations from the floor. Mz, Donnally moved nominations be closed, Mr, Benia-
min seconded, The vote was taken by secret ballot with Mr, Terrell and Mr, Gross-
nickle as tellers, Mr, Tloodside was re-elected,

Mr, "Joodside resumed as Chairman, Mr. Yarbrough presented the nominees for Vice
