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84~15: II. Organization of the General Faculty

Replace: The General Faculty shall consist of all regular mem=-
bers of the teaching or research staff who hold the rank
of full-time instructor or above, all staff personnel who
hold ranks equivalent to those of the teaching staff and
general administrative officers of East Carolina
University and their assistants in policy-making posi-
tions.

The General Faculty shall consist of all full-time
members of the teaching, research, or administrative staff
who hold an academic title, including those on special
faculty appointment.
