Faculty Senate Resolution 85-1, constitutional amendment to Appendix A, 

Constitution of the Faculty Senate, East Carolina University, was recommended 

by the Faculty Governance Committee, passed by the Faculty Senate during the 

1984-85 academic year, approved by Chancellor John Howell, and is subject to 

final approval by the General Faculty. This amendment, as printed below, 

will be considered on August 21, 1985; and if approved, will be part of 

Section V. of the Faculty Senate Constitution, on page A-2 of the Faculty 

Manual.
