NOMINATING COMMITTEE FOR FACULTY OFFICERS REPORT

Candidates for Chair of the Faculty:

Patricia Anderson, School of Education

I am pleased to be nominated as a candidate for the position of Chair of the
East Carolina Faculty. Having served two years in the Senate and one term
as an alternate, I have gained both perspective and respect for the complex
issues and deliberations of our faculty governing body and its standing
committees. As a candidate for this office, I applaud ECU's strong
commitment and practice of shared faculty governance and would work both to
maintain and to promote that sound practice.
