ADMISSIONS AND RECRUITMENT COMMITTEE REPORT

Proposed Summer Scholars Program

Current university policy allows for high school students who
meet the following criteria to enroll in university classes:
« High school senior or rising senior
* Rank in the top 10% of class (3.5 GPA required if rank is
unavailable)
PSAT or SAT score of 1100 or higher - ACT of at least 24 All
MAR course work completed with the exception of English.
 Recommendation from high school (principal or counselor).
However, at present little, if any, attempt is made to market early
enroliment to high school students.

The Admissions and Recruitment Committee believes that
enhancement of early enroliment and marketing of such a
program to rising high school seniors would provide opportunity
to engage prospective honors students to East Carolina
University and its curricula. Further the committee believes that
such a program supports the strategic planning goals of
promoting outstanding undergraduate education and increasing
recruitment of excellent students to the university.

The Committee offers the following as supporting statements for
the proposed resolution.

e [he university would create a summer institute to take place
either second term summer or over an eight- to ten-week
period.

Students would take courses for college credit: currently
existing university courses including an honors seminar.

The institute enroliment would initially be limited to no more
than 100 outstanding high school students.

The program would provide early integration into campus
ife/immersion in the college experience.

Students would enroll in classes, sample residential life
(optional), attend summer theater and concerts, investigate
careers and majors through workshops, participate In
recreational activities through the Recreation Center, and
pursue leadership development opportunities.

Therefore, the Committee offers the following resolution:

Whereas, the strategic plan supports strategies to
promote recruitment of outstanding students.
Goal 5: Recruit, retain, and graduate
academically proficient and talented students.
5.A.: Attract an increasing proportion of highly
qualified students, and

Whereas, the university has identified requirements for
early enroliment of outstanding rising seniors, and

Whereas, second term summer school enrollments are
not over subscribed, and.

Whereas, the Admissions and Recruitment committee
has a charge to suggest strategies for
improved recruitment, and

Whereas, a positive first college experience could
enhance engagement with and college
enroliment at East Carolina University rather
than at another institution.

Therefore, the Admissions and Recruitment committee
recommends to the Faculty Senate the creation of the
East Carolina University Summer Scholars Institute
and recommends the assignment of this project to the
appropriate administrative unit(s) for development
and implementation.

“For the length of his/her term as Chair, the Chair of the Faculty
serves as a Delegate to the Faculty Assembly (but not exceeding
Six consecutive years), with duties as a delegate described in the
Bylaws of the Faculty Assembly of the University of North
Carolina, Part X of the ECU Faculty Manual, Section IIl.A.,
Members of the Assembly”

Add to Appendix A, By-Laws of the Faculty Constitution of East
Carolina University, Section VI, Faculty Assembly Delegates and

Alternates, Number 2, (page A-9) the following sentence as a
new third sentence:

“One Faculty Assembly Delegate will be the Chair of the Faculty,
holding a term for each year he/she is elected to serve as Chair

of the Faculty (but not exceeding six consecutive years). ”
