Candidate for Chair of the Faculty

Bob Morrison, Department of Chemistry

During the last 30 years it's been fun watching ECU grow in size and stature. It's been a great place for
me to teach and learn and do scholarly work. Ifit is to be an even greater place, we need to protect and
maintain our core values for the next generation. The first Faculty Senate committee | served on was the
Credits Committee in the early 1970's. Since then | have served on numerous Faculty Senate
committees, administrative committees, and task forces along with 3 terms on the Faculty Senate in the
80's. | served as chair of several of these committees. | began another term on the Faculty Senate in the
late 90's before becoming parliamentarian and then vice chair. Currently | am serving as ex officio or
regular member on 10 Faculty Senate or Administrative Committees, and serve as one of your
representatives on the UNC Faculty Assembly. | was recently elected to chair the Academic Freedom
and Tenure committee at the Faculty Assembly, and | am a member of a UNC system-wide committee to
study fixed-term faculty appointments. | have published 40 scientific articles and have been director or
co-director of grants totaling about 1.3 million dollars. We face many challenges to the core values
embodied in our collegiality as a community of scholars, in our shared governance, and in our academic
authority.
