I have provided below an alternative plan for the beginning of the 2003/04 academic year.
Thank you for your consideration of this proposal.

CURRENT PROPOSED PLAN:

The current proposed calendar has Fall, 2003 beginning on Tuesday, August 26th...the following
week with Labor Day has Tuesday becoming Monday...classes would end on Tuesday, December
Oth, with exams following immediately on the 10th, no Reading Day, and exams ending on
Wednesday, December 17th.

ALTERNATE PROPOSED PLAN:

Classes would begin on Wednesday, August 27th...the following week with Labor Day...Tuesday
would remain Tuesday, while Wednesday would become Monday.....for normal day classes this
