"As soon as they are determined at the end of each semester or summer term, grades are posted electronically.
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theirpin-numbers. via the automated voice response system (252 328-2149) usmg their pin number and
via the OneStop (http:onestop.ecu.edu) using their exchange userid and password. In compliance with

the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, faculty are not allowed to post grades by Social Security
Number, any sequential part thereof, or any other personally identifiable characteristic. Upon receipt of a
written request to the Office of the Registrar, a report of grades is sent to the student at his or her

permanent home address. Questions about final examination grades should be directed to the instructor who
determined the grade. “
