Following a recent Faculty Senate meeting, Vice Chancellor Smith asked me to send the 

attachment. When asked about summer enrollment, he was asked about the size of our 

summer school compared to the summer schools on campuses that are in areas that are 

considered resort areas. Here are the unduplicated headcounts of the schools | think were 

referenced in the question for summer 2004: 

UNC-W 4,727 
ASU 5,315 
WCU 3,357 

ECU 7,184 

In addition to the 7,184 students we had enrolled on campus this past summer, another 2,787 

students enrolled in DE during the first session and 1,847 during the second session. The sum 
of the DE enrollment at the institutions listed above probably doesn’t equal our DE enrollment 

in the summer. | think it is safe to say that we had around 10,000 unique students enrolled in 
our summer classes during the past summer.

Summer Enrollment Report 2000-2004 

Head Count 

1. Over the five year period reviewed, total summer school enrollment--DE and campus combined-- 

has increased steadily by a total of 24.8 percent in relation to a fall campus enrollment increase of 

9.6 percent over the same period. 

2. While campus summer enrollment has dipped 6.7 percent over the period, DE summer 

enrollment has increased over 382 percent, resulting in a net increase. 

3. Several factors account for these changes. While there has been a significant increase in DE 

enrollment overall, there has also been some shift in summer enrollment from campus to DE 

sections. Students can now return home for the summer and take on-line courses as well as have 

the flexibility to take full-time summer jobs while continuing their education. 

4. The net result of this shift is an increase in revenue to the University. Campus summer classes 

are not funded by the state. ECU relies exclusively on tuition to finance the offering of on-campus 

summer classes. However, the University receives funding to support Summer DE enrollment.
