The Mathematics Department therefore opposes the proposed revision of 

the Engineering Curriculum because it:

and will be taught outside the Mathematics Department; and 

(b) proposes new courses that duplicate existing mathematics courses 
but will have the ICEE prefix and be taught outside the 
Mathematics Department. 

The Mathematics faculty remains willing to cooperate with Engineering 

faculty to: 

(a) | develop new courses in consultation with the Engineering faculty to 
meet the needs of their program; and 

improve the design and structure of existing mathematics courses 
that are required by the Engineering program.
