I am also approving Faculty Senate Resolution 08-58, Use of “NR (Not Reported) for
those courses for which the instructor/faculty member fails to turn in a grade, with a
strong concern that no student be penalized mappropriately. Therefore, I will ensure that
the registrar provides to the Provost and the Vice Chancellor for Health Sciences at the
end of each semester a list of those faculty members who have not submitted grades in a
particular course or courses. This listing will further indicate any faculty members who
have a consistent pattern of failure to submit grades. The Provost and Vice Chancellor
for Health Sciences will share the information on faculty members with the appropriate
dean, and the dean will share the information with the department chair for each faculty
member. It1s the responsibility of the administrators to ensure that all faculty members
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submit grades for their course(s). If a pattern of noncompliance persists, such behavior
will be reflected 1in the annual evaluations and merit increases, and the administrators will
have full authority to use appropriate sanctions for repeated violations.
